The Last Year's Iee Palace.

The structure of the St Paul ice palace
last winter was of rectangulnr cruciform
ground plan, 1803154 foet, with principal
tower 10 feet high, surrounded by other
towers, ete., giving very beautiful and eom-
plote architectural character to the building.
The principal entrasce was under & Gothic
arch of ten fect span and twenty-five fest
high. The blocks of which the palace was
constructad wore twenty-two inches by forty-
four inches by twenty inches, the latter heing
the thickoess of the ice.
