The Court Martial System.

“Tt i A seartling foact, shown up by re

liable flgures,” siid an army officer yes
terday. that 5 per cent. of the solidiers in
department were, during the past year,
tried by court martial.  Most of them, of
course, were tried for petty offenses, such os
drunkenness, being off duty without leate
of alsence.  This ts s pitiful showing, aml
at the same tme its fruth cannot be dis-
putedd. It proves that there is something
radically wrong with the present system
of court martinl.  As the thing is now,_ if
8 soldier goes off or becomes intoxicated, |
he is immediately tried by court martinl
and sentenced to & term in
house.  That relieves him from duty, and
throws the work on the men who behave
themselves.  This discourages the good
soliliers and helps the bad ones,
. The fuct is there ought to be a Axed
code of laws, rigudly enforced, with a cer
tain punishment for each crime—some
thing similar to the ewle which obtains in
the police court.  Then a soldier who dis-
obeys these laws would know just what
punishment t expect,
gystem a soldier, tried by our court mar-
tinl, might get & sentence more severe or
wore lentent than a soldier who commits
the very same crime, but is tried by a &f-
ferent eourt martial board. In my opinion
there ought to be less guand house sen
tence and more fning done.  Let a soldier
understand that an infringement of the
law is golug tocost him the haif or whole
of his mouth's pay, and he will be pretty
apt to Keep straight.  For that resson a
fixed code of laws and fines ought to be
determined upou. —Omaha Bea
