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A Limestone street dealer in Lenten edi
bles mjs that the trade has opened with un-

usual activity. It is no longer the case that
only those who oliserve Lent as a religious
duty pay close attention to the prescribed
diet of that season. There are everal rea-
sons o)ierating to increase the sale of Len-
ten "troods." Many people who have no
relicioiis scruples involved think it quite the
proper tiling to reMrict themselves in the

I matter of sprint; eating. Some hold that
the chauire from winter to "sprint; calls for
a radical chamre in the food; that nature
demands abstinence f mm meats fur a sea-
son and that the dice-liv- e .system yearns
for recuperation, which comes through rest.
Some go even further and say
that the beom of ills that
sweeps over the malarial reeloiis
in the sprintr-tim- e could be prevented if the
populatioifwould heed the admonitions of
their llversand desist from winter diet upon
the approach of Kaster. Still others have
found out that dealers m certain davs are
prepared especially to supply In everj
variety all that may lie eaten in the Lenten
period, and that on thesedays one niav look
for bariralns. Tints on Tuesdays. Wednes-
days and Fridays (fast dal, hli dealers
make a special effort to have at command
every variety of piscatorial diet. The
Scythian, Komaii, .lew, iKind or free, as
well as the Catholic and the I'rotestant. and
ail miscellaneous heathen, have come into
possesion of tills fact, and on these days,
therefore, the purchases of all tro to swell
the treneral business.

The scarcity of lish hi the past two
weeks has, fortunately, lieen relieveil.
Fresh ocean, river and lake tislt are enm-ii- ir

into market with si mie freedom. The
fiermatt carp, transplanted into the waters
of the state, are now' known in the market.
1'erhaps the least desirable hsh in the mar-
ket -- not. of course, counting the unspeak
able "Vucker" is the "w hite perch." The
more it is cooked the tougher it becomes,
and it is like leather to begin with.

The forty days before Kaster are not the
dull days in the meat market that might lie
supjiosed. Itutchers say that there is
scarcely a perceptible falling otf in sales.
Meats are not absolutely prohibited by the
religious bodies that oliserve Lent. It is a
rule, the books say, that lish and tlesh meat
must not be eaten by Catholics at the same
meal, but the bishop may authorize the use
of meats occasionally. There is a suspicion
also that all the devotee-- of "Holy Kirk"
do not scrupulously observe the law-o- f the
season. At any rate, the meat market is
very strong, and prices are going up.
