Photography In Astronomy.
Boston Jcurnal.

Even more useful than the most powerful
telescope in showing the nature of the waste
spaces in the heavens is the dry plate pro
cess of photograihy. It accomplishes a re-

sult eagerly sought for by astronomers, the
exposure of nebulae and the discovery of
stars not suspected by close observation
through the telescope.

The new power of the dry plate will lessen
greatly the labor of astronomers. At firt
it was used to photograph the moon and
stars of the greater magnitude, and now its
use is universal in seeking out the smallest
stars and even seemingly vacant regions
might contain heavenly bodies. Its supe-
riority over the wet plate has satisfied the
majority ot astronomers, and it has a great
field before it in perfecting the alliance be-

tween photography and astronomy, begun
by the daguerreotype proces at Harvard
university in 1S5D.
