GREAT FIRE IN BUFFALO.

Two Hotels and a Museum Bnrned Many

Guests Burned to Deat- h- Loss,

Half a Million Dollars.

Thrilling Detail of tlie er l'ennle
Leap from the VVimlows or the Ho-

tels Tuo (iuests l'll Hack
Iut ttio I'lnnies.

Mr the Associated Press.
ISrrt'ALu, March IS. The l.tchuwnd

hotel ami St, James hall were lurnel en-

tirely this u.ornlng. The loss Is fully half

a million dollars. A number of lives are

reported lost anil many are Injured. The

building W situated at the corner of Main

and Kagle streets diagonally through to

Washington street The tire was discos

ered at 3:30 this morning in the Uiehiiiond

hotel. The house contained a large num-

ber of guests, and their heartrending shrieks

could plainly be heard. Ladders were
raised as soon as possible, and as many

as could le reached were taken out
A large number were unable to effect their
escape.

At 4 o'clock the entire Richmond hotel

and St James hall buildings, aud other
property In the block, were doomed to

speedy destruction.
At many of the windows guests could be

seen in night clothes, calling wildly for help.

At one of third floor windows two guests
were seen by the crowd to fail back into the

flames. Oue man jumped froin the fifth

floor to the roof of a two-stor- y wooden

building adjoining, lie was seriously in-

jured. Hon. M. W. Barse, of Oiean. Xew

York, was terribly burned about the hands
and wrists.

A number of insurance men were in the
building and several were badly iujured.
Among them are W. J. McKay, Niagara

Fails; C. W. Dubois Syracuse, and 1).

Deevey, Rochester, who escaped with bad

burns; Clinton Bidewell, Pittsburg, badly

burned. At the hospital are Charles Davis,

Xew York, hands and feet badly burned :

H. B. Smith, of the Xorth British Insur-

ance Co., of Xew York, hands and feet
burned; Edward Whelan, Xew York,

hands in a tenlble condition.

The Fitch hospital contilns eight

men and one woman, an in a preiiy
bad condition and more or less seriously

injured. All are from out of town except

the woman. Two injured ones are at the

Sisters' hospital. There are also four In

jured persons at the general hospital.

There were IS.1! persons in the hotels,

seventy of whom were transients, eight

boarders and the porters, bell boys, fami-

lies of proprietor and clerks. Twent-two-

these were rescued from windows

by firemen; twenty-tw-o are at hospital, and

a large number made their escape by

"ther means. G. M. Halport, night clerk,
"ays: "The fire started in the cloak room.

under the stairway. I pulled all four firei

alarms on the different floors and the peo-pl- e

came flying down stain in their night
clothes. The fire followed the elevator,

and Inside of five minutes it had reached

the top floor." Bell boy Plurainer says:

"Mr. Halport and I turned on the hose un

der the main stairway, but the water would

not run; then we gave the alarm."
The fire, which was under control by 5

o'clock, was cmfiued to the Richmond hotel

and the museum property, together with
the saloon of James Creighton and the cigar
store of J. C. Palaeie, on the Main street
side. The Main street stores of the Rich

mond hotel were occupied by I'Ibrlch &

Kingsley, booksellers and stationers; Peter

Paul Bro., in the same line of business
and Fuller & Townsend. proprietors of the
Bostou clothing store. The stock in these

stores Is totally destroyed, bearing heavy

losses.

Five girls, who roomed on the fifth floor,

made a rope out of bed clothes and Iring it

out of the window, but none of them

seemed to have courage to start. At last
one took hold and swung down to a window

lodge where she was rescued. The three

others came down in the same manner.

I'lans Approved Fur the State Institution
that Springfield Did Not (let.

Messrs. Isaac F. Slack, of Sandusky,
Thomas T. Dill, of Slansfield, William P.
Orr, of Piqua, Thomas B Paxton. of Cin
cinnati and R B. Brown, of Zanesviile,
comprising the board of trustees of the Ohio
Soldiers' and Sailors' which Spring
field made so earnest an endeavor to se-

cure and which Is to be built at Sandusky,
were in Columbus on Thursday, the
plans were submitted to a committee of ex-

perts, and the only material change sug-
gested was the enlargement of the smoke-
stack. The home is to be constructed on

plan, with accommodations for
C00 Inmates and includes nineteen build-
ings, twelve of which are cottages. The
other seven Include the headquarters, din-
ing hall and kitchen, hospital, cliaiiel, and
conservatory.

The estimates call for an expenditure of
5300,000, and th- board believes that It will
be kept within these figures. They have
S14n,000 of an appropriation to expend and
expect to soon advertise for bids

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WAS IT THE NEEDLE?

Some Further Considerations of the Sad-

den Death of J. 0. Clark, the Saloonist

A Oasa of Much Interest.

Result of a Careful Intesilgutloii ; the
Case The statements of All Parties

I nt I mat el) Concerned ome
Food for Kellectiou.

The cause of the death of J. C. Clark,
the saloonist at the corner of Spring and
Washington streets, who died suddenly
about 3 o'clock Tuesday morning, seems to
still be far from settled. His family are
greatly wrought up over tlie matter, and
are likely to give the case a sweeping in
vestigation. Sirs. Clark, the wife of tlie
deceased, is almost prostrated with grief
over her husband's sudden dentil, and says
now that she regrets extremely that she did
not consent to the holding of an autopsy
upon the body. It Is just within the range
of possibility that the family of the de-

ceased will place the case under the atten
tion of Coroner Bennett It can only be
just to ail parties concerned that the Re- -
runtir give the statements of all sides,
with this comment, that people unac
quainted with medical matters, the natures
of drugs and the characterof diseases, often
make grave mistakes In their criticisms of
physicians.

His family gives tlie following account
of his brief illness, his death and the cir-
cumstances attending it Sir. Clark went
to Black's ojera house last Thursday even-
ing a week ago in, attendance upon the
horse show. On his way home he was
seized with a severe chill. His condition
was by no means sucfi as to excite appre-
hension that night, and the next
day Dr. L. E. Russell was called.
He did not seem to think matters
were serious, and on Sunday found

that he joked about it and soke pleasantly
about his Jeing at Ids business in a very
short time. It was on one of these visits,
however, that Dr. Russell found Clark's
circulation unsatisfactory, tlie blood having
a luarseo tendency to rush to tlie head.
Dr. Russell therefore opened an artery on
tne leu arm ami Died tlie patient, alter
which he seemed much Improved.

Dr. Russell was called out of the city and
left the case in the hands of Dr. S. D. Mi-
randa, a perfectly reputable and successful
youngecIecticpliysicUn.whoseolTiceaJjolns
ur. Kussen. lit. Jiiraiula called on Clark
at C o'clock .Monday evening, and made
some changes in the medicine which the
former physician had left Up to this time
Clarke's illness seemed to amount only to a
slight indispodtlon. Dr. Sllrand.i left three
powders for him to take and told Sirs. Clark
that he would be better in the morning.
The powders produced Instant nausea, aud
failed to lie on the sick man's stomach.
He was perfectly conscious and rational,
but restless and unable to sleep. He was
also taken with a severe weak spell. About
10:30 o'clock Sirs. Clark again ent for Dr.
Miranda, thinking it advisable that her
husband should be given something to
insure hlra, if possible, some rest during
the long night. Dr. .Miranda came, felt the
patient's pulse and said he was better. Jnst
before he left he bared the patient's arm
and administered a heavy hypodermic In-

jection of morp'ne. Dr. Miranda assured
the family that C irk would be all right by
morning and t ok his departure.

In ten minutes Clark was raving like a
madman and became wholly delirious He
did not recognize his wife or daughter, al
though he had conversed with them both
during the evening. It required tlie
strength of several men

A profuse cold perspiration broke out all
over the body and his handsnnd lower arras
were as cold as death. The
conditions grew more and more
alarming until between 'J and 3
o'clock it became apparent that unless
something were done for the man and done
quickly, he would die. The two sons of
Mr. and Sirs Clark were sent at full speed
to Dr. Stiranda's office, but were a long
time raising him, and when he did finally
answer their summons he refused to make
another call, saying, according to his own
statement that he had done all It was possi-
ble for anybody to do, and If they were
dissatisfied they could use their pleasure
aliout getting another physician. Tlie
young men then hastened to the
residence of the priest. Rev. Father
Sidley, and he administered the last sacra-
ments. Dr. Hall iru also finally reached
by telephone, and arrived at the man's bed
side Just as he died. His death occurred at
3:15 Tuesday morning. The situation was
simply this: A man whose indisposition
two reputable physicians and Father Sidley
had pronounced trifling and unimportant,
had died suddenly, and after horrible rav-
ing, within four hours after one of the phy-
sicians had assured the family that he
would be "all right" by morning and able
to "eat something."

Dr. T. SI. Reade was called to the house
about 9 o'clook Tuesday morning and found
the body still warm. There were dark

about the neck and upper part
of the chest as though death had resulted
from some sort of suffocation. Dr. Reade
did not at the time, nor has he since, given
any opinion as to the merits of the case,
but offered to conduct a ex-
amination if they wished. To this the
family demurred. The funeral occurred
yesterday, and was attended by many
friends

Dr. Reade was Interviewed yesterday by
a Reitulic reporter. What he said was
chiefly in repetition of what had been

about the case, and Dr. Reade
expressly called attention . to the
fact that he was relating only
what had been told him. "I wish you to
understand," said the doctor, "that I have
no wish nor intent to reflect upou Dr. M-
iranda or Dr. Russell, either personally or
professionally. I hold them in very high
esteem. But I do strongly condemn the in-

discriminate and use of the
hypodermic needle. It is a dangerous tool,
and many prominent physicians are relegat-
ing it to their ash-hea- Its effect on some
systems and under some conditions Is hor-
rible and produces the most violent deliri
um. It acts Instantaneously, going iuto
the circulation and thence to the brain.

"Clark seemed to be one of thoie on
whom the anodyne effect of morphine could
not lie accQiuplisliei). Un such systems It
prudqcea first, a toxic effect, with violent
symptoms of delirium, pawing of the air,
etc Tills is succeeded by stupor, followed
