I, COO. but the bidders knew a good thing
when they saw it, so the work went on un-
til Xetter bid 81,700. This took the sand
out of Harris A-- Co.'s representative, and lie
cried enough. The bids were immediately
referred to the finance committee, which
reported a resolution for accepting the last
bill. This is Mr. Xetter's first venture
with Springfield bonds. From this gentle
man's genial representative. It was learned
that thes- - are the lowest bonds ever floated

the state, other than State bonds. The
premium bid reduces the interest so that it is
equal to 7S.48.$2,250,000of State bonds were
floated in January, through Mr. Xetter, at
2.71. Springtieltl has reason to feel proud
over its financial rating.
