Last evening, however, when the plug
was removed and the gas ignited, the ex-

citement reached fever heat When the
gas was given vent, it shot forth with a ter-
rific roar which could be beard for a long
distance. After it was ignited some idea
of the extent of the flow was obtained, for
the name shot roaring into the air nearly
fifty feet and sway est to and fro in
the breeze like the tail of a
huge comet The country for miles around
was illuminated as if by an Immense

People soon began to arrive in
buggies and carriages, and until 10 o'clock
tremendous crowds gathered to see the
great gusher.

The flame, settles! down to an average
height of about forty fret, and remained at
that height until it was extinguished.

The well Is something over 700 feet deep.
and the drill has not vet struck Trenton
rock. While the pressure of the gas this
morning was heavier than It was last night
it is believed by the coulpany drilling the
well that the strike is only a large pocket
of gas. It Is not probable thrt the present
heavy flow will be permanent
