During the past year the plans for the
new water works supply from the “*Merritt
land™ as milopted by this board and  ap-
provesd by city council have been cartied ot
and the work completed, and the new  sys-
tem is tow in operation as (ar as permitted
under the recent decision of the court in
the injunction suit, allowing us to draw
from the basin not to excesd 00000 gal-
lons per day, which is about one thind our
supply. ‘The supply basin s) now com-
pleted by the contractors Ryan & Spel
lacy, has realized our most sanguine e pee-
tations, and is pow filled to the top with
beautifully clear and fine spring waler.
T se maximum Howipf water into this basin
canpot st this time be definitely stated, but
from the dats obtained trom the pumping
done by the contractors, during the work
of excavating, and taking as s guide the
manufacturers estimated eapacity of the
pump used, it has been variously estimated
at from seven to ten millions of gallous in
twenty-four hours.

The pipe connecting the basin with the
putnp I8 20 inches in dismeter and has a
maximu Howing capacity of four vullions
of gallons in swenty-four hours.  This s
nearly three times the quantity now eon-
sumed by the city. daily, and undoublediy
conld be largely increased by sdding the
suetiondol the pumps, if necessary.
