VIcn th ice broVe up in the river the
banks of the st renin were immediately
lineil with eople who seeml to iitl a

lorn? felt want" iu their innermost soula
bv atchiiij the grinding, raspim; cakes
ol ice as tbej came crashing oer the falU
in company with uuinerous trav logs.
and went floating dou the turbulent
river There had been numerous inci-
dents of startling character in the course
of the forenoon, such as an Incipient jam
at the bridge, and two or three freckled
urchins getting a ducking, but It was not
till afternoon that the event of the day oc
curred.

This display of human nature eased me
somewhat, and pretty soon I went to
sleep. I woke up the sun was
quite high, and I was just drifting
by the point. The natives weie still there
and the two necklaces still lay on the
sand This time I was within twenty
feet at tbam Tl-'- vr - cut baud

some looking fellows. One of them smiled
as he thought how good I would most
likely taste, served up a la fricassee. The
coop made Its last circle and they waded
out Into the water They carried me up
ou the beach Then they carefully un-
bound me finding I could not walk or
even stand from living so long on the
coop, thev vt to work, and, after taking
etl vvh.it remained off my clothes, rubbed
my limbs till the blood got into circula
tioti. Then they bound my hands lie
hind me and hurried me off through the
woods, the tall handsome fellow only

"i'V.u th Quecu fa Traveling.
Ia-- t glance at these regulations for nil

concerned. The time of departure and ar-
rival having lieen mentioned and tlie
metals on which the train will travel
specified, tht regulations provide

1. For a pilot engine, accompanied by a
locomotive foreman for the v arious dis
tricts, and by a guard with lamps, flags
and fog signals. This engine precedes the
royal train nt a uniform speed and alwa)s
fifteen mllea in advance of it.

2, The ill 'vers and firemen, as well as
the engiuttbrs of the royal tram, are
specially selected. Telegraph men accom-
pany the train under a superintendent,
and workmen, fitters, Umpmeu and
greasers travel on the train all the way,
keeping a constant watch; and at stop-
ping places they must alight und exnuuua
the tram and grease the axle buv.es.

i. A look out man is placed on the
tender of the engine, and, seated with his
face to tlie train, observes any signal that
may lie given by tlie occupants. This po-

sition is by no means an env lable one, as
may lie imagined, particularly at night,
when more than ordinary v igiiauce Is re-

quired.
Tlie alwve are a few of the precautious

which the railway companies adopt to
secure her majesty's safety, and her com
fort is no less carefully studied The
queen travels ou the down line, and so for
thirty minutes previous to l.er coming no
train, not even a light engine by which
is meant an engine without carriages at
tached-- or an) vehicle Is permitted to
proceed upon or cross the line the pilot
engine alone excepted.
