fresh excitement and adventure.  This is
especially the coase with sanlines, upon
which thousamds of Hreton fishermen
mainly el sanlines can handly  be
termed globw trotters, hut they are never
thele=< inveterate tourists. While induleg-
ing their passion for roaming, they thor
onghly believe in the mivantages of swcial
ntercourse.  conseguently, when  they
travel there are mullions of them together

LUXUERY IN DESIGNS

The duv= when the Confslernte armies
could atfurd  snch luxuey in ensigns
fuickly passed away. however, as is evi-
demesd by the collection, representing
every perisd of the war.  In the begin-
ning of the civil war the design of the ag
varried by the southern regiments was
that of the Stars and Dars—two red bars
ninl one white—changing at a lnter period
toa red tield with the Southern Cross, re-
sembling the British Union Jack. A
stndy of the revond kept by the war de-
pertment of the npaume amd capture of ench
of these tlags, though & work of days,
wottld be ot intense interest to the veteran
soldier. It would recall to him the epi-
coddes of trivwph on half the fields of the
civil war. The sight of the flags them-
selves would do something more—quick-
ening his heart lweats with memories of
the great fight.  That not o few of these
stamianls bave been the centers of deadly
peronnl encounter is evident from the
nurerins bliosd stains still traceable npon

them.  “U'he staves, also, of many of them
are rageed with the gnaw of hullets, the
