HAVANA'S BATHING RESORT.

Pitt for the Pol. Hi V stroll Along the
llewcli The IlreHkert.

At last you reach the baths. Here, too,
Is n glorieta, and lievoml this are the most
peculiar facilities for bathing thut I

to have seen long, high reef J

has been cut and hollowed Into a dozen
separate wells Just where the surf turn
bles against the shore These cavities are
twelve or fourteen feet tquuru nnd six or
eight feet deep; in each there Is ft hole or
window ojieniug tounnl the sea, and as
large as the Inxly of a man Through this
the water finds entrance, standing, per-
haps, four feet alxive the llcor A wooden
roof stretches over all those pits, each of
which is fenced off separately aliove the
water, and thus converted into an excel-
lent bathing room, open tow aril the sen.
There Is a wooden llo.tr at the entrance,
w uli sufficient furniture, and a flight of
steps cut into the nick, by which oudo-sien-il

to the bath The sea flows in nnd
out iucessautly through the nerture, the
liottom of the pit is rough ami the sides
rugged, the craks nre crawling in your
huge tub, and the seaweed comes In nt
the window--, but the whole effect is
unique and delightful. You can look over
the rocky wall to the ocean Ik- nnd, nnd
the breeze is constant and unobstructed,
for the boarding between the rooms
reaches only half way to the roof, which
is fifteen feet aliove the water. In very
high seas the tide submerges the baths,
and sometimes in a storm the whole
wruxlen structure is swept or blown nvv ay

Some of the pits are large enough for
half a doren bathers, and these are called
public , but the private ones can be taken
bv a parry of two or three or by a single
person To rise at 5 or 6 and reach the
bath almost before the sun, and spend i

half an hour in the Atlantic In one of
these strange tropical crannies, half uatu
ral, half artificial, is the most delightful
preparation for a Cuban day in July that
can be conceited. !
