Mr. Andy J. Archdearon s Lioulged by
Braddeck, Pa., lron-Worker.

Mr. Andy J. Archdeacon. of Xenia,
whose parents and brother reside in this
city, and who has many friends lere, s
one of the smallest men in Ohio and is
liked by everybody in inverse proportion to
bis size. Concerning a recent trip made by
him, the Xenla (7azefte says:

A J. Archdeacon returnmd Iast evening
from & trip through FEastern Obio and parts
of Pennsylvania. At Braddock, Pa, he
war escaorted through  the mamwoth steel
mil mill, where are cmployed 4000 men
who get wages ranging from 84 to $10 per
day, where ninet y-six boilers and ttirteen
blast furnaces are heated  with  nat-
ural mas, where eight or ten locomo-
tives are ewployed to mun in and  owt
through the works conveying material trom
one place to another, whers one steel il s
completed and turned out every minute of
the Llime, day and night, and where  1he
noise of hammers, the rumble of mackinery
and the shouts of  the wen with the blaze
and inferual tlare of the lights and furnaces
and molten metals form a scene which
passes the “*Arabinn Nights™ tales or Dante's
“luferno.”  Andy’s diminutive presence
caused & general commotion amang the men
all through the works and tie forcmen wis
80 interested  in the little statesman from
Ohio that he ook  him by the hand and
showed him  all throngh,  He told Andy
that there hiad not been such a commotion
among the men since Blaine was there.
