At 15she mar
ried, apd in & few
years found horself
a widlow with thrve
chilwren and  no
means of support,
She had not then
written a line for
publication. A long
ad dangerous ill-
s left ber lame
for life, Bhe bad

OLIVE HARFER lewn an exception-
ally strong and active woman, but when told
thiat she minst take up ber erutebes and walk
| upons them the remainder of her life she
decided o “own the crutebes and not et
them own her™ And from that day to this
she has never made any ane unhappy on ac-
count of them, never compluine] about them.
Indeed, no one who knows her remembers
that she is i the Jeast offlicted. Triumphant-
v, not repiningly, does she bear her cross.
Bhe bs m conspicuons (lustration of the little
known truth that there is no bodily or other
affiction which the Luman spirit eannot
overcome or bold in mastery if it does but
assert itell in its Godlike might.

It was while suffering v the bed of sick-
ness which left ber lame that Olive Harper
began to write. Her fint production was a
story for Harper's. This was followsd at
once by a series of articles in The Oakland
Daily News which attractsd attention and
ied to an engagement with The Alta Cal-
fornia and The Golden Em, of San Fran
cisco,  For The Al California sbe traveled
all over the state. The owners of the paper
had never seen ber, and did not know until
long wfterward that sbe could only walk oan
crutches.  She placed ber children in school
and went all over the state, sometimes travel-
ing by rail, sometimes by stage, on horseback
and on muies, and always laoghing and
bappy and never tired. Sbe is still Dlessed
with remarkable bealth, aside from her lsme-
ness, and bas endiess capacity for work
While traveling for The Alta California she
made sn engagement with The St Louis
Globwe, now The Globe-Democrat, and has
eontinued to contrilute to it to tuis day.

Destiny seemed determined to compensate
this heroic soul for its unkindness in erigpling
ber body.  Opportunities poured in upon ber
and money became plentiful  Evervthing
she did was sucomaful and brought goed
financial return.  In the winter of *73 she
wrote & porm, entitihsd “Cleopatra,™ which
was endiesly copied in this conutry, repuls
lishisd in England and transiated into German
and Hungarian  Becaose of it she was made
bonorars membsr of the Hungarian National
Academy of Sciences,

In 153, just oue year after writing ber
first article, Ulive Harper went to Vienna, to
the great exhibition, to represent The Alta
California, The Globe-Demoerat, and The
Girapbic of tis city.  Btopping in London six
woeks she met many literary men and wo-
men. After the exhilition she went into
Hungary, down the Danube, intoand through
Bulzaria and Rourselia, thence o Russia and
down the Black sea to Constantinople, where
s memsined A Year, going at intervals
interior.  Then she weut to

| Grewee, and to Albania, and back to Engiasd,

| whers she remninel o jear, visiting all parts
| of the kingdom.  Some of the trips she made
were ol without peril

While in England she published four novels
—=*The Lotus of the Nile,” *A Drift of Sand,”
“Hacky™ and “The Tame Turk ™ During this
time she pertected herself in French and
studind German, clectrical solence and geople
atd costoms. Bhe retarnsd to this country
Lo serve ber papers ot the Centenntal exhita
tion, and scom adiled  others to her list

Bhe gave nsevles of ectures in Pluladelphin
and through the west on Turkey and its D
penden s, bt not likng the platform so
weil ay the pon, she alandoned it For a time
she was sectetary of the Women's National
Industrial lague, and gatberel a large
amount of valuable statistical mntter relative
to fomale lalsor, wineh was given to the senn
toral committes.  She wrote Jetters for The
World and Mail and Express;, of this city,
vinbodying information gatheral at that
Lhivhe,

For several years she has lived in Now
Yok, golng across the continemt twiss amd
wuth once in five years. Olive Harper is
ber pen name. While abaved <be mareisd
gentleman who is a native of Constantinople,
of French and Turkish pareotage, and thiey
bave a beautiful boy now 12 vears old.  She
laughingly savs that she never {elt o fear ig
her lits, although fortune has not alwavs
been Lind  Bhe “just sinply goes abead.”
