The FPulice Raid All the Gambling Hounses
in the Clty —The Kaide Successfally
Made, and Players and Lay-

Outs Are Captured,

The police made a general raid on the
gambling rooms of the city a few minutes
before 10 o'clock last night.  The entire
force was ealled  into requisition and four
places were descended upon at ane time.
Tne rald was carefully planned and fairly
sucvessful. The police had  chosen thas
time to make the descent becanse the week
of the eounty fair is usually a bonanza for
the faro-banks and poker mooms. The
fakirs and side show men who attend agri-
cultural fairs, together with horsemen and
turfmen, usually have a good deal W do
with the green cloth.  This rule held only
partly good last night, and only one game
was found in progreas,

The police were divided up into  four
squads, headed by Chief Ambrose, Inspec-
tor Foster, Officer Tom Boyd and Ofesr
Temp Wilson respeetively.  The police
started out from headquarters. At David-
L L Bros', roomw un west Maln
street, near  Center, over Dan U
Rubsam’s Palace salson No. 2. the police
had some trouble gerting in.  The squmt
consisted of Chief Ambrose and  Oficers
Nicklas, MeAuliffe, Delacy, Caldwell, Me-
Clure. Johnston and Waskey., The en-
trance is by a front <tairway leading to two
ponderous double-barred doors, bound with
iron.

This morning the patrol foree went in
the wagon to Ed Sullivan's pluce, No. 7,
and contiscated two or three poker tables
that were foumnd there by the polics last
The tables were taken to police
headguarters and will bedestroyed together
with the other traps captured,

This afternoon the eases of the gamblers
were called in the police court. All of
them were continued except those of Harry
Rhonemus and the wen who were eaught
in his room.  Rhonemus pleaded guilty to
keeping & gambling house and was  fined
£30 and costs, and those caught in his room
and charged with loitering around a gam-
bling house were tined 210 and  cosls  each
on pleas of guilty.
