such deadlv poisons, are natural!) devel-
oped in the cadaver or dead body, or in
anv deid tissue In about fort) eight hours
aftir death, and further, that uponnual)-sl- s

the) give the same reactions as do the
most powerful alkaloidal vegetal oisoiis
Mnco these facts became known they
have been eagerly seized upon and used
effectlvel) b) clever lawyers in the de-
fense of thtir clients in ninrdtr trials lsith
in this country nnd England

It is imiossihlu b) any knoTn chemical
processes to definitely determine these
ptomaine poisons in medico-lega- l cases of
poisoning, for instance, as they give, as
lieforo stated, the same reactions of tests
as are giv eu by the principal and most
powerful vegetal alkaloids. One can
readily imagine a case in point that might
arise at auv time as a teat medico-lega- l
cise of murder or c ipected murder bv
poisoning and in whlcti might be involved
the guilt or inuocensa, the life or death of
the accused For if after forty-eig-

hours or therealsiuts subsequent to death
vfe are able to evolve from the tissues or
organs of the corpse a poison that will
nnswir to all the tests of the main vegetal
alkaloids, and which has been evolved m
the tissues of the natural results of de-

composition, we have surely lost our cri-
terion and the tests are of no avail Con-
versely, it is patent to every one what a
wide Held this leaves open for the hideous
work of the criminal poisoner, and the al-

most certaiut) of his escape from justice
The chemical characteristics of these

ptomaines so far known are that they
occur generally amorphous in form and
alkaline in reaction, they are unstable and
volatile or easily alterable; that they form
cr)stalllne wilts with acids When

to the air and allowed to oxydize
from the basic form they emit very dis-
agreeable cadaverous or putrescent odors;
but In their combination with ncids form-
ing salts theirodors are generally changed,
resembling that of the orange, v lolet and
musk.

Upon the exhibition of a poisonous dose
generall) injected under the skin the fol-
lowing toxic symptoms rapidly ensue.
Dilation of the pupils, muscular relaxa-
tion and tlaccidity, with loss of muscular
contractility and cutaneous sensibility,
disturbance of the heirt's action, paralysis
of the hinder or lower extremities and
convulsions The) possess much the same
poisonous action as muscarin and atropin.
They all have a strong power of reducing
potash ferrocyanide and answer to the
same color tests as do the vegetable alka-
loids, such as morphia, atropia, hyoscja-min-

aconitine dlgitaline, etc
These poisons are found under the fol-

lowing conditions
First As constituents of normal juices

or tissues, they occur in human and ani-m- il

saliva, in snake poison, w hlch differs
from human saliva onl) in the intensity
of its strength and action, aud in normal
as well as abnormal urine. Seviralofthe
ptomaines hav e !et n obtained from these
three sources b) different chemists, par-
ticular!) Guutier, of France

Second The) occur In constituents of
the urine of patients suffering from pro-
gressive piralysis, interstitial pneumonia,
abdominal typhus fever, in tetanus or
loikjiw and in miliar) fever, as proven by
rvcvut observations of Selml

Third The) are developed largely in
IkkIh-- s or dead organic matter as a product
of decomposition These facts have been
abundautl) corroborated by different ob-
servers

The s mptoms of irritation of stomach
and bowels, after reaching a toxic charac-
ter, resulting from the ingestion of bad
foods and melts, sausages, stale fish,
t.rcam puffs and the like, are doubtless
due to the generation of these poisons in
the favorable conditions for their develop-
