their knitting nml sewing to school, amd,
in the early part of this century, not
ouly the girls, but the boys also, used
to knit thetr own stockings at school.”

the training does not pay.  The tirst les-
sons in sewing are the use of the thimble
atiil seissors, thremling the nevdle and the
wiass of holding the cloth while sewing
mil curting.
