Leaviinr Springfield n the evening of

September 19, via the I.. B. A

W. ami arriving in St Paul, Minn., on the
morning of the 21st, 1 met our

Mr. Win.

We joined

the grevt excursion for Victoria, II. C. via i

the Canadian Pacific railway, concerning I

which the Ccnlury for May contains an J

interesting article. We left St Paul at
7U10 p. m. on a special train of ten coaches,
consisting of palace sleepers, colonist
sleepers dining and baggage cars and car-

rying over three hundred passengers. This
line is splendidly equipped. The sleeping,
purler and dining cars are jrfect In all
their appointments. The colonist sleepers
are also handsomely finished on the gen-

eral plan of ordinary sleeping car and are
blight ami comfortable. A few minutes
alter leaving St Paul we arrived at the,
splendid union depot of Minneapolis,
where the train stops hve minutes, and we
are off for the Northwast Two hours
later and the :fi passengers are comfort- -

ably tucked in tlieir little beds, most of
them sound asleep. When the daylight
again appears we are well out on the broad
prairie county, and all day ne are passiag
through the great wheat-growin- g sec-

tion of Northwest Minnesota, where
for miles anp miles the country on either
side of the mad as far as the eye can reach
Is one vast wheat field: a large portion of
the grain Is still In shock, harvest being
much later here than in Ohio. At 4 o'flock
p. m. w e passed through the hands of cus-- j

tnm officers at Emerson. n the border, and
were in Canada. About 6 p. m. we arrived
at WinniiH-g- . the capital of Manitoba. ,

where our train stopped an hour andahalf.
We were struck with the neat and substan-- . i

tial appearance of the town. Its wide, clean I

and well paved streets, and Its apparent
llnift Although but a young city It has a
papulation of about 30.000. I

I inir Memnhis at 8.30 p. m. we passed
over a broad, level country, not a prairie '

countrv but rather a widening of the Tal

lies of the lied and Asslnlhoine rivers,
V.I1M1 unite at Winnipeg. Passing on for
a hundred and thirty miles we reacneo
Hrardr.il. which, although but nve years
old, is. next to Winnipeg, the largest town
in the Canadian northwest leaving Brand-

on we are said to have reached the "first
of the great prairie steppes that rise one

afsert'ie other at long Intervals to the
Mounts, ns " With the approacn 01

the morning I was surprised at the appear-
ance ot the country: it was not the vast,

drearv. deM-r- t waste I had b--

led to expect, but a country beau-

tifully rolling and everywhere covered
w ith the short thick butiaio grass, me mini
In the world for stock. Frequent ponds
and lakes are passed where wild ducks and
geese are numerous. At Indian Head. 325
miles west of Winnipeg, we pass through
the celebrated Bell farm, embracing 100

squire miles, where wheat-growin- g is car
ried on with the mosttnorougiiorgannainm

ml system This is also the headquarters
of the Qu'Appelle Indian agencv. When
our one tra n stonnea me oianKei-cia-- i -

sVin lwiL-pi-l their heads out of their numer
our, cone-shap- tents, and then slowly
emerged from tliem and gawst at me anny
of pale faces that swarmed about them.

Our next stop of importance is at Begina.

a place of abovt 1.000 inhabitants and the
capital of Assmiboia. This is also the
headquarters of the Indian service and of
the Northwest mounted police, a uniformed
force of about 1.000 strong. Tliey "are stv
lioned throughout the northwest. aUhe ex-

pense of the Dominion, to leep (irrteri
smong the Indians and to prevent the sell-

ing of liquor forbidden by law. This is
also the place where the half-bree- d Keil and
his Indian associates were executed by the
government. Moving rapidly on we rass
Moo-seja- Swift Current and other sta-

Coal and Iron are
abundant in this neighborhood. With the
tn( mine light we appioach Gleiclien. Here
we get our first iw of the Bockies, with
their snow-cappe- d peaks gleaming
in the sunlight Two hours later we

at Calgary, the capital of Alberta,
a thriv itig town of 2,000 population. 3.38S
feet above ea level, aud beautifully sit-

uated near the junction of the Bow and
Elbow rivers. Here we have a fine view of
the llockies, just outside the foothills,
but the snowy crags are yet forty miles
aw-a- Only a stop of a few minutes is
made while we change engines. Two pow-

erful locomotives are here attached to our
train and we are whirled away at the rate
of forty miles an hour. Approaching Kan
auaskia the scenes are rapidly changing.'
The valleys narrow into broken ravines,
the mountains begin to close around us. A
few miles farther and we arrive at "The
Gap." a rocky gateway, through which the
Bow river runs.

As we move on wonders increase, soinai
admiration and astonishment are ever on
the ascending scale. A variety which
never sjtates, an infinite change, through
gorge and canvou lost from the light up
to heights where the tree below are mere
dots.

At Canmore. 4.230 feet above the sea. we
change engines, and oil we go past the
"Three Sisters." Mount Cascade, wun its
narrow cascade. 1.800 feet high; Castle
Mountain, turreted. battlemented, ready
for seige.

At Laggan. altitude 4.930 feet, we change
engims. and have attached to the train en-

due No. 315, ninety tons weight one of
the most powerful engines in the world.and
through the courtesy of Superintendent
Xiblock. who is with us. I am invited to
take a seat on the pilot of the engine. Now
comes the grandest of all. From this posi-

tion we are afforded an opportunity of view-

ing the scenery to the very best advantige.
and with the pleasant and courteous Mr.
Niblock at my side, pointing here, and there
to features ofparticular interest and ex-

plaining to me the difficult engineering
features of this point and that ct'rve, I am
permitted to enjoy one of the grandest
rides it is jwssible to have upon the conti-

nent or'perliaps in the world. As we near
the summit, our attention is directed to a
post standing on our left, which marks the
dividing line betwten Alberta and British
Columbia.

Arriving at the summit we pass a small
lake on our left from which the w ater lion s
in two directions a esi to tun Paclnc and
east to the Atlantic. Wo stop at Stephen,
a small sUliou which marks the summit of
the Kocky mountains. We descend with
the little stream and watch It grow Into a
boiling tonent dashing and leaping through
the rock-ribbe- d canon, which heirs the
romantic name of "Kicking Horse Pass "
Ten miles below the summit we round the
bije ot stujiendous Mount Stephen, rising
to a height of more than 8.000 feet, holding
oer our heads a glacier whose green ice is
300 feet thick. We reach Field station,
change engines, leaving the great mountain
locomotive, and attaching two other en-

gines. We pass on through scenery whose
grandeur never lessens, down the rocky-gorg-

anil while the sun sets behind the
lufly jeafcs. we are told that we are
through the Bockies, but Deforo us lie the
Se'kirks- - both in sight the one an achieve-
ment, the other an anticipation. Cross-
ing the Columbia river and following
down through a canon, we shortly enter
a valley and then commence the ascent of
of the Selkirks. We climb the mountain
sides through the forests, arriving at the
summit. 4.500 feet above the sea. We
hud a level area surrounded by monster

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mountains, all of them in the cold embrace
of the changing and changless glaciers.
Descending westerly from the summit
about two miles we reached the Glacier
hotel, situated almost in the face of the
great glacier, and at the find of the grand-
est of all the eaks, "Sir Donald" Hut I
tuid my letter is already longer than 1 ex-

pected to write, and I am only half way
through the mountains, to say nothing of
the rest. Whirling on through the Selkirks,
the gold range and the cascades along the
shores of Sheesnap lake, down the canyons
of the Thompson and Krarer rivers where
the scenery is if anything on a grander
scale, we gradually descend to the lower
altitudes. The canvon widens and we are
ina couiporatively level country, heavily
timbered, alter a continuous ride of thirty-si- x

hours througe the wild, rugged moun-
tains, deep canons and narrow gorges. As
we emerge from the forest Mt B.iker, fifty
miles away, to our left, looms up in view.
We are now within forty miles of

and every body is getting ready to
disembark. Arriving at Vancouver we
found the steamer Yosemlte waiting to
convey us across ami down the straits
of (ieorgta to v ictoru, ins-
tance of eighty-fou- r tulles from
Vancouver, where we arrived about
2 o'clock a. m., September 25, having
compassed the entire distance lroui &t
Paul in a little over four days, thus making
the run in 19 hours less than schedule time
for the through express trains The man-
agement of the Canadian Pacific railwav
deserve great credit for the manner in which
they conducted the excursion: aud that it
was fully appreciated by the excursionists
was manifested by the unanimous and en-

thusiastic manner in which a series of reso-
lutions were passed, complinientiiig the
management and the toad aud the employ-
ment And I would like to here add mv
testimony in favor of its excellent chaiacter
I think I am thoroughly American ami an
anient supporter of American institutions
but facts compel me to say 1 have never
traveled over a road through a new country
whose entire length was in such excellent
condition: in fact very few old roads will
compare favorably with It. And for scen-
ery, I have never seen an j thing to compare
with it on any of the transcontinental
routes over which 1 have traveled to the
Pacific coxst. But we have reached Vic-
toria, situated at the southeastern extrem-
ity of Vancouver's Island. It is a beauti-
ful little city of 10,000 inhabitants and the
capital of British Columbia, and quite
English, "doncherknow." A day sent in
Victoria, a sail down the soand to Port
Townscnd, thence to Seattle, a very lively
c ty on the east side of Puget Sound. A
day there and then to Tacoma, whence
I write.

But my letter Is already too long, and I
will not attempt to describe Tacoma or the
Puget Sound country at tins time, but w ill
