SOME OF THE CHARACTERISTICS OF
ASIATIC CHOLERA.

A Xew York 1'hvi.lriali Tells Win-r- e t!ln
Danger Lie. The ire,.l of the lli,ea.e
May Be Averted with Proper Car In
tseo.

"Tlio first symptom of Asiatic cholera,"
says Dr. John C Peters, "is n mild uarrhiru.
with or without vomiting. Tho latioiit .

likely to feel invigorated, ns if purged bv
medicine, and many go about with little or
no sign of sickness In two or three tlays
there is a violent explosion of tho disease, in
a few hours tho lutient may bo in un almost
helpless condition. In tho early stasis tho
Itaticnt may attend to usual avocations, thus
Mjwing or spreading tho genus of tlio
in many place. The germs aru contained in
tho discharges from tho stomach nud bowels,
and alvo iirolably from tho of tho kidneys.
The ikxMbilitieN and even tho proliabihties
are that everything tho patient handles will
liocome contaminated and tlanperous. A
piece of broad luuidlitl or brot.cn by such
person and eaten by another will proliably
cause an attack, fruit, rake, anything in
cholera times fruit and vegetables nro gener
ally considered dangerous, but only such arc
that have been handled by tho afliicletl r--
HOUS.

"In !SiV I saw cases daily for many Liys
and ato fruits and vegetable!, of all kinds,
even cucutiuVrs and occasionally soft shell
cralis. They were much less dangerous to me
than a piwv of bread or an apple touched by
one of the iiaticnts. If 1 bad contracted
cholera, such a diet would liave mado it much
worse and more dangerous. They could not
produce cholera unless they wero rontaiuiiui-t- l

by somelklydieal. I was cry par-
ticular in keeping my luin.U clean. In lbH)
learned my own towels in my nxkct and
would not liasin in a houe wheiv there
was a case of cholera. I liad tho water jioureil
over my hands and wiped them w ith my own
towels.

"After tho explosion of tho disease the ja-tie-

becomes very wtvik, and frequently
goes into w hat is calltxl collapse Tho pa-

tient is cold, almost tnusckss, his fratures
pinched, tongue, noso and breath cold, and
his hands, feet and face probably blue. You
can often tell a clioleni jvitient many feet
distant by the blue color of his skin. Singu-
larly enough, a proriortion of tho collapse
cases recover, almost cs many by mild treat-
ment as when tho most energetic measures
are used.

eighteen different blocks and in ninttccii dif-
ferent houses. The residences of tho twenty-on- e

fatal cases, together with ten other non-
fatal cases, wero widely scattered over the
city, and none of the thirty-on- e wero

to have been in any way directly ex-

posed to persons or things from quarantine
or from the emigrant lauding or deiiot.
