The total

loss will exceed $3,500, and there is said to

be insurance aggregating SI,000.

Education for the Indians.
It takes eight years to graduate an Eng-

lish bora pupil from the grammar grade, giv-
ing ten months' continuous schooling each
year. After this from three to fivo years are
required to niako a comiieteut mechanic of
such graduates, giving all tho time to tho
trade. Hero are from cloven to thirteen
years giveu to tho education and training of
tho ordinary American boy, who is to make
his way in lifo as o. skilled nicclianic. And
tho boy starts in usually with all tho advan-
tages of inherited civilization and with tho
Christian educating influence of a Pennsyl-
vania homo surrounding him from his birth.
And yet the Indian child, taken from hb sav-ag- o

heathen surroundings, vrith his inherited
tendencies all wrong, is expected to bo trans-
formed iu frou: thrvo to fivo years into a civ
ilized being, tho equal in intelligence and
manual skill of tho white boy.

Tho education given tho Indian youth Is
not designed to enable them to livo again in
barbarism. And tho pify of it has been that
for the great multitude there has been nocs-cai- e.

After their few years of schooling,
back they have had to go into tho companion-
ship of savages, who look with contempt
upon their education, and with tho old savage
surroundings a relapso into the old manner
of living, is not surprising. Tho wonder is
that so many hold out for civilization.

SARDINE INDUSTRY.

HOW NlMDLE FINGERS FIX THE Ll

TLE FISH FOR MARKET

A SeciiiulHry Industry Which drew Out
of lirrrllig I'l.lilng r at the
Well Tho Iarl.rle. Cuttlnc, "Flak-
ing." "Frying" and Parking.

Aside from tho pleasure one finds iu study-

ing the Incidents of herring lUliing and the
lives and ways of herring ushers there is ex-

traordinary interest attaching to the great
secondary iudiistry growing out of herring
fishing itself. Years ago tho millions of us
living away from this littlo reach of shore-- but

a speck un tho enormous distances of
American and Canadian coast lino had no
better notion nf tbo herring's importanco to
tho affairs of life than tliat gained from
glimpses into unsavory tubs of pickled her-
ring, or tho pungent aroma asserting the
presence of the knotty pino box of smoked
herring, in tho wonderfully misa'ellancous
corner groceries of our youthtido.
