Andressberg
canaries to this country. They are
snapped up by the big German fanciers,
who will pay as high as 400 or 500 marks
for o good singer. Think of & canary
bird costing 150!

“The 5t. Andreasberg trained canary is
smaller and more delicate than the com-
mon bird and its plumage is not so bright
and pretty. But its song Is perfection.
By judiciously mating the birds of the
most prononnced excellence the brepders
are able to produce those frum
whose song all harsh notes have been
eliminated. The music which these little
fellows can trill furth is exquisite, but it
is nll the result of the most eareful in-
struction. A perfectly trained canary
will ulways begzin Its song with n fow
faint motes, which sound like the first
twittering of birds st dawn heand when
you are fast asleep. It is & mere sugges-
tivn of & song. Then will come a roll—
#till very faint—In three octaves, first low,
then higher and then down again. Gradu-
ally the tope increases In voluine until it
bursts forth in all its rich fuluesy. " —New

THE FOREIGN ELEMENT.

The large foreign element among the
Gloucester fishermen comprises the very
Lest of fishermen frofh other lands, They
are Canadians, from the lower provinces,
Swades, Norwegians and Portuguese from
Faval, in the Azores. The men from
Newx Brunswick, Nova Scotin and New-
foundland form a goodly portion, and are
among the very best of Gloucester fisher-
men and citizens. They make excellent
skippers and are universally superb ses-
men, Those from Norway and Sweden,
usnally scamen, are a hardy lot, and are
prized for the unvarying dependence
placed upon them. The Portuguese who,
along duriug the century, migrated from
Portugnl to the Azores, have from time to
time come to New Bedford, Boston or
Salem, aud finally havé graduoally settled
here. They oceupy a distinct portion of
Glonecester known as “Portuguese hill,"
<re industrions, thrifty, sober, and own
peat cottage homes In their picturesque
dittle commmnnity.

S0 that from all these sources, there
baviug gathered here and become inbred
with the pative population a variety of
foreign peoples, the effect npon Gloucester
has been to furnish aelty of eonspicuously
co-mopolitan character. Unclaunish races
having come; good health, good morals
and gool purpose being  predominant; the
incoming and Wending of blood having
progressed for nearly two centuries, 50 ne-
markable & community exists here that,
aside froin the interest attaching to tbe
pursuit of the oldest known industry of
flshing, and to the lnnumerable varying
