of the company called at his oflice,
and they talked briefly regarding the
threatened strike. Ha held out no
inducement to the men, however, and
would listen to no proposition which had
for Its object the reinstatement of the men
discharged for refusing to deliver the cars
to Taylor's elevator. These men. he said,
would never again be emplojed by the
company. lie saj s no agreement was pro-

posed either by the committee or by htm;
that the committee left when he Informed
them that he would hold no conversation
regarding the discharged men.

The apringfieJ'1 I'ollre Force tn OrgnnUe
for II, Own llenellt Object, of Ihe

The police officers of this city have in
contemplation the organization among
themselves of a Police Benevolent assochv
tion, similar tn the organizations In the
cities of Columbus and Davtnn. This Is

an admirable Idea and will probably be car
ried Into effect by January 1st, as It Is de-

sirable that the organization begin opera-

tions on the first of the jear.
The members of the association will con-

sist of members of the police force, the
mayor and hs clerk, en I the fudge and
clerk of the police court, each having to bo
duly elected and being n quired to pa a
membership fee of ?10, or what-
ever sum may be nxed as Midi
fee by the association. The associa-
tion will not necessaril Include all
the meiubfra of the police force, es each
applicant for membership must be balloted
upon, and any objectionable person will
not be admitted. When a member of the
force and of the association retires frum the
force he shall be entitled to his pro rata
share of the money In the treasury which
has been made or collected duung the time
of his membership.

In the event of the death of a member,
the association will pay to his widow or
surviving relatives the sum of SJ00 (nr
about that amount) to defray bis funeral
expenses.

The dues of the members w ill be 35 or SO

each per annum, pa able quarterly, and
should a member be ill or disabled for one
week or more he will receive a benent of
55 per week, tjbut the benefit will be
paid not more than twenty weeks. If

member Impose on the asso
ciation by claiming benents to which he Is
net entitled he will be promptly expelled.

A member w ho Is found guilty af habit-
ual drunkness or gros-I- y immoral or scan
dalous conduct will be repremanded, fined

expelled as the association may deter-
mine.

The aim and tendancy nf the association
to elevate the morals of Its members, and

care for them in time of slckrrevs or dis-
ability, and it ought to bo eiicouraged by

good citizens.
