Walter Ilcsant, in his "Children of

In brief,
that education and the refinements of
wealth would stamp out heredity. If the
physical advantages were equal to begin
with this might be true ultimately, but
before education begins, say in tho case of
n child of 3 years, there is no danger of a
woman's eye confounding the two, though
the surronndlngs l Identical.

The evidence of brth Is to lie lound in
a chiid's natural manner, Its instructive
daintiness, its natural Imorishness.

One chili) will come ot its
on n ncconl and ask to have its hands
washed from un instinctive dislike to dirt;
the other will shrink from water and soap,
nud n taste for cleanliness hod Ut bo drilled
Ir.to him. Tho sociologist can find plenty
to study in tho nurseries of tho nsjlum.
