At the conclusion of the religious
exercises Bishop Bowman said: "We are
at this hour in the presence of new sur-
roundings, which call tor a new movement
in electing delegates. At first each candi-

date presented his credentials in person.
and in ordinary cases this simple method
of procedure was satisfactory, but as the
movement spread and the number of dele-
gates Increased, greater supervision
and care became necessary, especially
when information is received from
reliable sources that a number of those pre--
bentlng themselves as delegates are known
to he Ineligible. The list or candidates
this year is a large one. and contains many
names whose eligibility are not satisfactor-
ily established, and a number of protests
have been lodged in our hands to be dealt
with by the conference, when the question
of election of candidates Is In order. Our
general rules provide that the names of
parties challenged shall not be
called until a quorum of unchallenged
delegates shall be fonnd present: confer
ence will then act as is just and lawful."

Every State
and territory in the union Is represented,
and there are delegates from Canada,
Mexico, China, Japan, Africa, Italy.

The Parachute Man Makes Ills Perilous
Journey nml Comes liack Safe.

There was probably more Interest in the
balloon ascension and the parachute

than anything In the entertain-
ment line that has visited Springfield for
some time. The populace who throng
the show grounds were much dis-

appointed when Messrs. Miller and Free-
man found it Impossible to send the balloon
up yesterday, because of the weather, and
although the weather was still unpromising
today, those gentlemen, who are alwas
anxious to please and fill all
advertised performances, decided that
the ascension should be made today. The
peoplo were on hands early after dinner Id
great numbers and keenly watcnea me nu
inc of the monster air ship, which was in-

dated with Meat difficulty because of the
damp, heavy atmosphere and the wet con
ditlon of the canvas.

The balloon, n hen filled, stands, about
forty feet high and ine paraennte, suspend-
ed below, about eighteen feet in diameter.
At about l:t5 o'clock the young man who
was to make the perilous journey announced
that everything was ready, and "let hergo"
was the signal, and away she went There
was very little air stirring at the time, and
for nearly 200 feet the balloon arose almo-- t
perpendiculary, the young man sitting as
unconcernedly on his trapeze below as If Tostarting on his wedding journey. .After
rising to that height they were carried In a tosoutheasterly direction and upwards to
probakly 500 feet, and when' al-

most over the Fair street school
building the parachute was de-
tached and down they came. For about
one hundred feet there seemed to be scarce

any retrrded motion in the fall, and in
experienced observers thought certainly
the man would be killed In tho fall, but the forparachute adjusted itself, spread its surface
and the remainder of the descent wm slow ofand gradual. In a few minutes
the jouijg man was returned to the grounds
smiling and in good condition, none the
worse for his flight among the clouds. The
balloon, after the weight left" It,
shot high away and passed entirely
from view abote the clouds. It soon emp
tied Itself, however, and came down.

Bailentine's jealousy of them was known
to a circle of outside parties.

6 That notwithstanding this jealonsly
and their knowledge or it, they nave main-
tained, to a degree, at least unnecessary.
the terms of obviously congenial compan
ionship between themselves In the school
building which they knew to be objection-
able to Mrs. Ballentlne.

7. That the terms of friendship main-
tained, and the frtquencyof association in-

dulged between them under these circum- -

stances were such as a wise prudence and'
just regard to the public interests in their
charge as teachers would have greatly re-

strained; or, better still, would have totally
disrupted.

S. That the frequency of companionship
between them, even though wholly devoid
of any particulars of technical impropriety,
yet unnecessary and, under the circum-
stances, eminently unwise, was persisted
in by them until the exasperation of the
jealous wife finally overflowed and fur-
nished the material for scandalous newspa
per publications reflecting serious discredit
upon our public schools.

9. That this was a course of conduct in
disputably prejudicial to public interests.
and therefore distinctly unbecoming and
positively reprehensible In teachers in the
public scnoois.

In view ot these facts thus enumerated,
and of the further fact that the resigns
tions of Mr. Ballentlne and Miss Hickman
have been presented to the board. It seems
to be unnecessary for the committee to
make any recommendation.
