"VYASiroraTOs, Mar 17. Tariff discussion
was the nature of tbe proceeding! Tester-da- r.

ilr. Farquhar. of New York, commented
on the composition of the Wavs and Means
Committee, saying that of members, eleven
were lawyers, one a cotton planter, and one
a railroad manager. lie claimed that a
committee to composed was not fit to "un-
dertake the work of Tariff revision. He
characterised the Mills bill as a partisan
question, framed on a partisan basisaud
for partisan ends, and any bill formulated
upon such a basis could ne ver be a success,
and wonld never satisfy th American peo-
ple. Mr. Farquhar stated that he and his
labor colleagues had received scores of pe-
titions from manufacturers and wage earn-
ers. Democrats and Republicans alike
protesting against its passage, and he asked
If it had ever occurred to the Democratic
party that nearly one-ha- lf of the manufac-
turers or this country were Democrats.

Mr. Uayne, of Pennsylvania, criticised
the President's action in forcing the policy
of tariff revision upon Congress, and spoke
In severe terms of the reported pressure
brought by the administration upon mem-
bers of the Democratic party in favor of
the measure. It had even been asserted
that public measures involving public in-

terests had been denied the executive
sanction, because of the attitude of certain
representatives in Congress on the question
of tariff revision.

Mr. Laird, of Nebraska, dwelt upon the
dangers flowing from the surplus, and de-

clared his readiness to attack it at both
ends, by paying the just debts of the Gov-
ernment and by a reduction of customs

"and internal revenue taxes. He said the
Mills bill was sectional and unfair, and

the preparation of a fair and
by the .Republicans.

Mr. Weaver, of Iowa, considered the
Hills bill was a fair and "reasonable meas-
ure, and an bouest cilort on the part of tbe
Ways and Means Committee to relieve the
people. He twitted the Republicans with
contenting themselves with finding fault
with the Mills bill without bringing in a
better one, and said that the Republican
party was in flight, and busily burning
bridges and felling trees along the road
ever which the Democratic party must ad-

vance for the relief of the people.
Mr. McRae, of Arkansas, advocated the

application of the remedy contained in the
Mills bill, pointed out tbe advantages that
would accrue to the farmer from its enact-
ment, and conteneed that the high price of
wagex in this country had no connection
with protection.

Mr. Ryan of Kansa said that tbe Presi-
dent in bis own message had struck at Ran-

Mr. Russell of Massachusetts, in ajvoca-in- g

the passage of the bill, asserted that
Agricultural interests were not nourishing
in New England, especially In Vermont,
tinder a high pro teethe tariff. Turning
his attention to the wool schedule, he said
wool was the only agricultural product of
this country that had no export value, be-

cause foreign manufacturers did not. want
it. wool growing manufacturing i;in
this country, flourished together
er languished together and at
the present time they languished to-

gether. The cloths alluded to by the Re-
publicans as making up the cheap woolen
suits worn by the laboring
men of the country, were made, not from
wool; but out of rags that dropped from the
beggar's back. They were old, shoddy
rags come back." The United States, Mr.
Russell said, was the only highly civilized
country that.put a duty on wool. It was
only backward, Spain and
the United States that kept a tar on the
first material of human existence. If wool
were put ou the free list, in less than a
year wool would advance, because Ameri-
can manufacturers would be better able to
buy the staple.

The Sanata.
The feature of the Senate proceedings

was the passage of the Vest resolution to
investigate the meat trust.

The House amending the agricultural
college act was reported from the Com-
mittee on Agriculture and placed on the
calendar.

The resolution offered bv Mr. Vest last
Monday for a select committee to invest!-- 1

gate the question touching meat and meat i

products of the United States was taken up,
and Mr. Vest explained the scope of the
resolution. He sjoke of the importance
of the industry, and said thct the history of
the world showed that the beef eating I

people were foremost in peace and war, in I

art and science. He showed that while the ;

consumption ox oeei was increasing, mat
the price of beef to the producer was
steadily declining, and the price to tbe con-
sumer as steadily advancing. The purpose
of the resolution was to find out why this
was so.

Mr. Sherman said that he appreciated
the importance of the resolution, but was
opposed to tne creation 01 select commutes,
lie suggested that tbe resolution be referred
to the standing committee.

Mr.Cullom suggested an amendment to
include the Trunk Line Association and the
Central Traffic Association. Mr. Vest ac-

cepted the suggestion and continued his
remarks. He said the present condition
of tilings was the result of artificial opera-
tions which had "butchered" all the cattle
interests of the United States since 1873.
He mentioned the falling off of the cattle
business of St. Louis and Kansas City, and
its concentration at Chicago, which was the
result of a selfish combination, and now this
combination was reducing the price of cat-
tle to the producers and increasing it to
the consumers, it becomes a matter or great
importance to the National Legislature.
Five firms in the city of Chicago controlled
the price of meat in every city of the
United States. He read a statement, for
which he held himself responsible, giving
details of an arrangement made in 1673,
between the railroads centering at Chicago,
(mentioning particularly the New York
Central, the Erie, and the Pennsylvania)
and the Chicago "Eveners." Under that
arrangement St. Louis has ceased to b a
rival of Chicago in the sale and shipment
ef Cattle.

" Mr. Manderson said he was in hearty
sympathy with Mr. Vest's desire that the
matter be thoroughly investigated. Mr.
Manderson read statistics showing that tbe
profits of the cattle killed and sold by the
five Chicago firms controlling the business
were, in the year 1867, over $54,000,000.
There was, he said, something wrong and
something --artificial, which continued to
keep Chicago as tne great rattle center ol
the country, which should be at Omaha,
Kansas City. Sioux City, Atchison, and
many other places.

Mr. Cnllom said that the reason why
Chicago had '"'got away with" the cattle
trad was in a great measure owing to the
inperior enterprise of her citizens. While
Chicago had been going forward, St. Louis
had been apparently asleep and losing her
trade. In his judgment, one of the causes
of low prices to producers and big prices
to consumers, was the railroad
freight charges which were higher than
they should be on live stock and
on dressed meat, and that was one of the
reasons why he desired the scope of the
TMnlntion enlarged. If that should turn
out to be true, the Inter-Stat-e Commerce
Commission would regulate it and compel
the railroads to reduce freight charges.

Mr. Plumb advocated the resolution, and
said that no commission man. either in St.
Louis or Chicago, dared to do anything
detrimental to tbe combination controlling
the cattle business.

Mr Vnt aaid that these "monstrous cor
porations" had their armed hand on the
throat of St. Louis, until 1878, when the
combination was exposed, ana came to an
end. but the mischief was done, and St.
T.nni was nmstrated in its cattle trade.

atives. It is supposed that family troubles
furnished the motives for the deed, bat
this the family deny.

The platform recommends full issue of

legal tenders by the Government without
intervention ot banks to be loaned to citi-
zens upon their lands at a low rate of inter-
est, denounces speculations in lands, de-

clares that should not lie al-

lowed to own Ian ds, and that homesteads
should be exempt from taxation, favors
acquisition of railroads by the Govern-
ment; establishment of postal banks;
demands immediate application of all
idle moneys in the Treasury for the
payment of the bonded debt; demand;
the immediate passage of a service pension
bill and a graduated income tax. Favors
amendment to the constitution making
United States Senators elected by direct
vote of the people: demands the passage
and enforcement of legislation absolute ex-
clusion of the Chinese from the United
States favors equal suffrageand holds that
the question of enfranchising women is
properly within the province of the Legis-
lature of the various States; demands the
strict enforcement of law prohibiting the
Importation ot subjects of foreign coun
tries under contract contends ttiat
so long as there is a free coin-
age of gold there should be a free
coinage of silver and that thd further issue
of interest bearing bonds by the United
States be suspended and denounces convict
labor, favors equal payment for equal work
for both sides, and says that the paramount
issue to be solved in the interest of human-
ity is the abolition of monopolists. The
Republican and Democratic parties de-

nounced for creating and perpetuating
these monstrous evils.

The nemiuees for President and Vice
President . made brief addre-se- Over a
thousand dollars was pledged by the dele-
gates to the general fnnd and at 12:20 the
convention adjourned sine die.

tee, to make his report The doctor re-

ported what has been substantially stated
in a previous dispatch, that the committee
found the Union Labor committee disposed
to a union. Cheers. He said he thought
a union was feasible, so far at least as the
two committees were concerned, cheers
and he would add that it was dependent
somewhat upon the temper with whirh the
two conventions received the partial
