They Are Treated to n Great Fourth of
July nnd Celebrate In the Most Ap-

There was many a tear and many a sigh
that came from that mother or that wife.
The prisoners were all thankful for the
visits of tneir menus, anatneirnearis were
made more than glad when dinner time
came and a long picnic-lik- e table, spread
out in the prison jam, and nilea witn ai

brought In large baskets by their
friends. It was a happy sight to see the
mother end son, or the wife and husband,
united at a meal and eating together. How
they did enjoy It all. The Springfield pris
oners were not forgotten, and their friends
from here were there, wltn love ana kina-nes- s,

which they fully appreciated.
In the afternoon at 2 o'clock, an enter-

tainment had been provided In the chapel,
where a stage had been erected, and at this
hour the chapel was filled with prisonors
and their friends. The entertainment con
sisted of a regular minstrel show, given
by prison talent, and some of
Jt was first-clas- s. Frank Stuckmyer,
a professions! variety preformer
prior to his term in the pen, will be re-

membered by many of our people as pre-
forming at the Theater Comlque,
then on west Main street,
aud run by the Rldenours. He was bonus,
and made things lively for his audience.
The entire performance was good and
brought broad smiles, and, in some casus,
tears of Joy to the convicts' eyes.

At the conclusion of the show Warden
Coffin made a nice little talk from the stage.
He said he was pleased with the success of
the day's entertainment, and if all went
well he Intended to repeat it every
six months. " If jou are all good
and live in strict obedience
to the rules, 1 will do all In my power to
help you and jou may expect something
nice on New Year's day." f

Horrible Suicide of Mrs. John Leffol. of
Greene Township, on the Moraine of

the Fourth-Cho- ked to Death.

An Iillot Daughter's Shocking Find Pe-

culiarity of the Manner of Mrs.
Letters Death A Brave Old

Heart Silenced Forever.

Old age, and Its resulting mis
eries, caused a shocking suicide in Green
township Wednesday morning. Mrs. John
Leffel, an aged and respected woman,
well-to-d- o In this world's goods, well-co- n

nected with some of Clark county's best
people, and enjoying a high'degree of re
spect arose on the morning ot the Fourth
of Jnly and
HAM1ED HERSELF TO A CIIEWIV TREK.

She was found quite dead an hour later by
a member of the family. Coroner Ben-

nett was notified immediately, and
going out to the scene of the
tragedy, viewed the body and subpoenaed
a number of witnesses to appear at the in
quest which will be held Monday.

The suicide lived five miles south of the
clty,.aboutji half mile off the Clifton pike.

in a substantial but antique log house, pic-

turesquely located and scrupulously clean
and Inviting, both Inside and out Here
for many years Mrs. Leffel has lived
with her aged husband and adult
family, or such of It as bad not
cone abroad into the world. The farm
consists of 110 acres of land.
and the family has always been easily and
comfortably circumstanced, for they were
simple In their tastes.

For the last two years Mrs. Leffel has
bad very poor health, and the fact has

rilEYIXO HEAVILY- - UPON HEB MUfK,
making her very morose and despondent,
Twice within the last year she bad made
Ineffectual attempts at banging herself, but
was In both Instances discovered and cut
down. She always avowed her Intention,
however, of ending her existence sooner
or later. The night before the commission
of the terrible deed she talked pleasantly
and cheerfully with her family and seemed
In rather better Bpirlts than usual, ucca
slonally, howeer, when the frightful
oaroxisms of pain would strike her brain.
she would rack wildly from Bide to side
with her hands pressed against her brain,
and moan, "1 shall kill myself to get rid
of this agony." She was perfectly sane
and rational except when rendered almost
wild by the agony In her head. The
family was rather used to such scenes
as this and with the Indifference born from
the frequent repetition, paid no more atten-
tion than usual to the old lady's demonstra-
tions. The family retired for the night

At 5 o'clock on the morning of the
Fourth, when the morning sun was the
coolest and the bright air

FULL OF THE SEXT1MEST OP HOLIDAY,
Mrs. Leffel arose from her bed, carefully
dressed herself and went down stairs. It
was her custom to rise first of
the family and her doing so on
this particular morning attracted
no comment Mrs. Leffel made a cheerful,
crackling fire In the kitchen stove, drew a
bucket of water, and then prepared to take
her life. In the rear ot the house, the back
entrances ot which are disused. Is a little
cherry orchard. Mrs l sclectM a tree
about twenty-fiv-e feet from the hore, and
broke off a piece of clothes line. This she
twisted Into a stout rope, and tied it to a
stout limb, not a foot above her head as
she stood under It The other end she
steadily and deftly tied about her
neck. Up to this time and in her present
noaition there was no danger. She stood
hrmly on her feet on the ground, and so
close was she to the limb that the rope
"lagged" above her. Her manner ot death
then, as indicated when the body was
found, was

PECULIARLY TEEItinLE.
She simply threw the weight ot her body
forward without lifting her feet until the
rope became taut and her neck sustained
the entire weight about 170 pounds. In
this manner she slowly but with fright-
ful certainty choked herself to death.
The neck was not broken, or
dislocated. The protruding tongue and
eves and the livid hue of the face told only

by strangulation. The sight was
a truly terrible one to witness.

Before 6 o'clock the rest of tho family
arose and discovered by the preparations In
tho kitchen that Mrs. Leffel was already
up. She was not seen about the house, but
this caused no uneaslness,as she frequently
walked about the farm in the early morning
air. Her continued absence finally grew
alarming, however, and a search was
Instituted. One of the family is a simple
girl, rational on some subjects but Imbecile
on others. It fell to the lot of this poor
girl to make the horrible discovery of the
body. She came upon It suddenly, as the
corpse

SWUNO HOUND AND ROUND,
as tho body rested on the toes. The scene
following the discovery of the body tho
horror, the grief would gain nothing from
description.

Mrs. Leffel was a sister ot Thomas
and John Dudley, of this city, and Pierce
Dudley, of Lxgonda. She was John Let-

ters second wire, her first husband having
been John Varwell, long ago deceased
The tragedy has horrified the entire neigh-
borhood. There can be one verdict delib-
erate suicide.

ATTEMPT. BUCKEYE PROHIBS.

Cold Water Politicians Form a State
League esterday tn Sprlnglleld.

When the National Young Men's Prohi-
bition League was organized at Indian-
apolis during the meeting of the national
convention latter part of May, the young
men of Ohio gathered t&ere, effected a
temporary organization ot a stata league,
with Ed C. Dinwiddle, of thU city, as
pri sident It w as then decided to meet at
Springfield July 4tb, for the purpose of
forming a permanent organization.

In pursuance with this decision repre-

sentative young men of the prohibition
party of the state met in this city Wednes-
day, adopted a constitution, elected perma-
nent officers and transacted other business
coming before it

The first session was held at Temper-
ance ball, and was called to order at It a.
m. by President Dinwiddle. Rev. Joseph
Kyle offered prayer. The secretary, F. A.
Taylor, editor of the Vi'jUnnt. of London,
not having armed, u. i. uennettol Mans-
field, was elected secretary pro tem. The
attendanco was about fifty. On motion ot
M. B. Harris, of Springfield, the roll of
counties was called, that those present
might respond and show what counties
were representea. ueiegaies were reponea
from ten or a dozen counties. The follow-
ing committees were appointed:

On constitution W. S. Fidler. Urbana;
Editor M. B. Harris. Springfield; W. H.
Deemes. Columbus: Prof. B. C. Davis,
Zanesville, and Editor F. A. Taylor, Lon-
don.

Permanent organization W. S. Allen.
Dayton: L. P. Bennett, Mansheld; H. T.
Orcntt London; W. M. Earson, Mutual,
Champaign county, and F. A. Cooper,
South Solon.

Committee to wait on trains and meet
delegates P. N. Jones, T. J. Penfield, T.
V. Crablll. F. G. Gotwald.

Other minor matters were discussed,
after which hs convention. adjourned until
3p tn. at Black's opera house.

At 3 p. m. the convention was again
called to order, with a hundred or more
present Secretary Taylor, wbo had arrived
during the morning, now took his proper
place.' A constitution was finally adopted.
It provides that the name of the organiza-
tion shall be the the Young Men's Prohibi-
tion League of Ohio, auxllllary to the
National Young Men's League. It deals
with the object officers, then duties, dele
gates, assessments, and other formal mat-
ters. Any voung man 15 years old can
join. Much time was spent in discussing
the constitution.

The committee on permanent organiza
tion reported as follows: President E. C.
Dinwiddle, Sprlngneld; vice president Wm.
H. Deems, Columbus; secretary, F.A-Ta-

lor, London; treasurer, B. C. Davis, Zanes
ville: W. Z. Evans, Delaware. As the con
stitution provides for a vice president for
each congressional district tne committee's
nomination for that office, E. C. Din- -
widdie and F. A. Taylor were
president and secretary by a unanimous
vote. Two candidates being named for
treasurer. Prof. B. C. Davis was elect-
ed. W. Z. Evans, Prof. F. S. Fuson, of
Mechanlcsburg, and a young man from
Toledo, were proposed for the other two
members of the executive committee, and
the first two were elected on ths first ba-
llot The executive committee consequently
consists ot Messrs. Dinwlddie, Taylor,
Davis, Evans, anf Fuson. On account ot
the lateness ot the hour no attempt was
made to elect any dotrict vice presidents,
but ihe whole matter was reftrred to the
executive committee.

After the necessary announcements were
made, and before final adjournment L. E.
Miller moved that the white rose or bud be
made the emblem of the league during this
campaign. This Is on M'ss Willard's sug-
gestion.

The convention then adjourned until
evening.

At 7 o'clock the visitors and residents to
the number of about seventy-fi- e, met at
Temperance hall, and formed in parading
order under the command or WHDer uoi
vln. Headed by the C. C G. drum corps
the company paraded over the principal
streets to Black's opera house.
