Eight Hundred and Titty Houses Burned

at Port an Prinoe, the Capi-

tal of Hayti.

Tide Torsi In Indiana The White rapt
Defied a rand Ilotel, Cincinnati, In

the Hands of a Beeelver Thir-
ty Horses Darned to Death.

By the AtioclateoPteii.
Santiago de Cuba, Jnly 31. The

steamship Villa Verde has brought full
tidings of the great Incendiary fires that
swept Port au Prince, the capital of Ilaytl,
on the 4th and 7th Inst. The fire, com-

menced In the Cbambre des Deputies on

the afternoon of July 4th. The balconies
and outside passages upstairs hiving been
set on fire from that point, It burned down
to the Hue de Arsenal, sweeping away the
Equivltant, three squares or blocks of
buildings. This fire destroyed the part of

the city used largely for private residences,
among them many very valuable and Im-

posing buildings.

It Is now known that the fires of both
dates destroyed some 850 buildings, and

that the loss amounts to 32,000,000. The
fire of July Stli was In another Bectlon of
the arsenal district: it broke out during the
afternoon In four different localities, at
practically the same Instant, and it seems
to be more than a coincidence that the
burned district should be the section occu-

pied by the adherents of General Manigat
and Senator Leglteure, who started the in-

surrectionary movement May 17 and 20,
who have since been expelled.

They Are Denounced and Defied.

New Albany, Ind., Jnly 31. A man
who resides In the neighborhood where the
two Mormon missionaries were so terribly
whipped by the "White Caps" early on the
morning of the 20th, was In the city yester-
day and gave further particulars of the
shocking barbarity of the regulators. The
names of the missionaries, who claim to be
elders In the Mormon church, are James
Fallon and Franklin Murray. They claim
to have spent over a year In missionary
work in and near Chicago. People in the
neighborhood hat e organized and are armed
with rifles and double-barrele- d shot-gun-

A guard Is constantly kept at the house
where the two men and two women are
being cared for, and if the "White Caps"
should return there will be bloody work.
The defenders of the two Mormons and the
two women do not believe in Mormonism,
bnt they are rough and courageous back-
woodsmen and declare that no more of the
"White Caps'" outrages shall be perpetrat
ed In their neighborhood.

WORK FOR THE COMMISS'ON.

The liulness Men tf Detroit Have a
Orleranee and State It.

Cdicaoo, July 31. The Inter state com-

merce commission, in session here today,
took up one of the most Important causes
that has yet been brought up before that
body. It Is the case of the De-

troit board of trade and Mer
chants' and manufacturers' association
against the New York Central, Grand
Trunk and West Shore railways. All
members of the commlsson were present.
The complaint Is signed by J. W. Flynn,
president of the board of trade,
and D. D. Thorp, of the merchants and
manufacturers exchange. Testimony
in the case Is extremely voluminous. Com-
plaint Is th.it for a long time merchants and
business men of Detroit have suffered by
unjust discrimination in favor of Chicago,
at the hands of the roads named. In doing
this, roads had violated sections 1. 3 ana 8 of
inter state commerce act and were amend-
able as prescribed In sections 14 and 15 of
the act The claim Is that the Detroit rate
to New York should not exceed 50 per cent,
of the rate from Chicago to New York.

Cincinnati, O., July 31. At the .appli

cation of Henry C. Gilmour, manager of the
Grand hotel, who says be is financlaly em
barrassed and unable to pay off the debts
of the concern. Judge Robertson, of the
court of common pleas, appointed John
Zumtrung receiver, and placed him in
charge of the hotel. Mr. Gilmour and
partners are lessees ol ins notel, wnicn is
owned by a stock company. The embar-
rassment, of course, attaches to the lessees
only. Quite a number of small suits have
recently been brought for supplies and ma-
terials, and thesee have led to the present
step.

Thirty Ilorses Burned.

were burned to death between 2 and 3 this
morning, valued at 56,000, and the proper-
ty belonged to the Mutual Benefit Associa-
tion. A watchman accidentally upset a
lamp In the stable at 425 west Thirteenth
street The building was damaged $3,000.

Disastrous fire at Mansfield.

Mansfield, O.. July 31. The new five
story building, owned by P. Bissman
Co., wholesale grocers, burned early this
morning. Goods valued at 200,000 were
In the building, 8120,000 in value of which
was destroyed. Insurance, 875,000.

MORCAN WILL HANC.

The nst Bay of nope Departed-T- he

Findings of the Courts Will Stand.

The case of "Bllnky" Morgan has be-

come one of such wide-sprea- d Interest that
every step In the proceedings, looking to a
commutation of sentence, receives very
general attention. It now seems certain

that Governor Foraker will not Interfere,
and the findings of the court will stand,
which means that the condemned man will

hang Friday morning of this week before

sun-ris-

Of the status of the case the Journal of

this morning says:
The much-moot- question as to whether

"Bllnky" Morgan would hang or not is
practically at an end. lie will hang. This
announcement Is based on the fact that
Governor Foraker, some days since. In-

structed Warden Coffin to tell his noted
boarder In the annex that he would not
Interfere with the present arrangements.
This statement was learned officially and it
means in plain English that Morgan must
hang next Friday morning before sun-

rise. The warden had not at
the time of this writing informed Morgan
that bis last ray of hope had been cut off.
and It is probable that the prisoner, as well
as thousands of others who are Interested
in his case, will first learn this startling bit
of news this morning. Governor Foraker
does not of course, barricade against con-

viction, but something tangible will have to
be presented him to cause a change.

It will be in the nature of a surprise to
many, but to Morgan himself It will be dif-

ficult to state what will be the effect as be
has often "remarked that nothing surprises
him any more.

Hon. Samuel Eddy, of Cleveland, Mor-

gan's attorney, Hon. Henry Kahlo, of To-

ledo, the member of the board of pardons
who dissented from the decision of the ma-

jority when Morgan's case was considered
by that body, and Gen. C. C. Walcutt, of
Columbus, were before Governor Foraker
yesterday in Morgan's behalf, but unless
something exceedingly startling turns up
before Friday, their efforts will have
availed little toward saving the condemned
man's neck. In view of the fact that the
appeal for Morgan's life was made before
the governor yesterday, expectancy was on
tip-to- and there were not a few on the
streets last night who thought there would
be some executive clemency shown Morgan,
if not a commutation of his sentence to life,
at least a stay of execution for a time.
To a candid mind, however, It was evident
that it would take something very Import-
ant to cause Governor Foraker to act con-

trary to the advice of the board of pardons,
all the reviewing courts and the twelve
Jurors who found Morgan guilty of the
murder of Detective Hulligan. Although
Morgan gave up hopes when the board of
pardons refused to recommend his case for
executive clemency, yet the sentiment
which has been growing In his favor revived
him to a great degree, and he was feeling
quite hopeful yesterday. He Is beginning
to show some signs of nervousness, but It
is the general opinion that he will die as
he has lived.

How He Is Regarded from the Louisiana
Standpoint.

The Republic crowd is glad to find In
the Issue for July 23 ottheXouteiatm Plan-
ter and Sugar Jfanuacrurcr, a new paper
published weekly In New Orleans (and the
official organ of the Louisiana sugar plant-ters-),

the following very appreciative and
Just tribute to our distinguished citizen,
Mr. John Foos, president of the board of
trade:

We have received the tariff speech of Mr.
John Foos, recently delivered before the
Bucket e club of Springfield. Ohio. As Mr.
Foos Is one of the largest and most success
ful sugar planters In this state, the Foos &
Barnett crop made at Shady Side on the
Teche, last season, having been probably
the largest made In the state, his views are
entitled to great consideration with us.
His arguments, while displaying much logi-
cal acumen, and we think
right, so far as he states tbem as general
propositions, have no Immediate bearing
upon the present relation of Louisiana to
the tariff question.

Mr. Foos has rendered distinguished ser-
vice to this state In serving as a member of
some of our delegations to Washington
when we were threatened with adverse
legislation, his large acquaintance In
political circles, and his personal popular-
ity making him one of the most valuable
men that could be selected for such a diff-
icult task. It was he who first
brought out clearly the great dan-
ger that now threatens the American
fanner. In the shape of coolie grown wheat
from India. We in Louisana know what
it is to have Chinese and coolie grown rice
brought into competition with our own
free-lab- product, but the American
farmer has only just learned, from statis-
tics compiled by Mr. Foos, and doesn't
yet realize their truth, that half the wheat
imported into Europe now comes from
India, and that the production there Is in
creasing as fast as railway lines can be
built to bring it out and that It can only
be a question of a few years that the whole
Importation of wheat needed for Europe
will come from India, and that India wheat
will also threaten our home markets. En-
list! India has four times the population of
the United States, and the semi-slav- e labor
can produce wheat, sugar and rice at
prices at which an American would starve.
The problem will come before us, and is
now before us, as to whether we shall de-
scend to their plane of civilization to com-
pete with them, or whether we shall, by
wise legislation, retain America for the
Americans, and continue to Improve that
civilization of which we are all proud and
which is the admiration of the world.

TEACHER AND PUPIL.

Some Changes Introduced in School Board
Last Night of Vast Import-

ance to Both.

An Entire Remodeling of the Grammar
and High School Courses Abrupt

Changes In the JuAlinea- -
tlons of Teachers.

The school board chose a hot furnacy
session last (Monday) evening to accom-
plish a vast amount of earnest, thoughtful
work.

Changes goverening the qualifications of
teachers aid remodeling the courses of
study in the gramar schools and high schools
were adopted. The full reports are ap-

pended. :

The changes made in the branches in
which teachers must' be qualified were
chiefly made to conform to recent statutory
provisions, but some changes were made to
fit the local situation. The branch of
Physics was elided and English and Amer-

ican literature substituted; the ten-ye- cer-

tificate was abolished; primary teachers
need only be "up" in primary branches;
examinations were changed from April to
May. The report of the committee Is as
follows:
To the Board of Education.

Gentlemfn Your committee on teach-
ers recommend the adoption of the foilow-IngYul- es

for the government of the board
of examiners:

Board of Examiners The board of
examiners shall consist of three persons,
residents of the district who shall have had
at least five years' practical experience In
teaching.

The board shall hold regular meetings on
the first Saturday of May and on the third
Saturday of August each year. Special
meetings may be held at the discretion of
the board.

Principal teachers shall obtain from the
board of examiners a certificate of qualifi-

cation in the following branches:
1. Orthography.

Reading.
Writing.
Arithmetic
Geography.
English Grammar.
History of the United States.

8. Physiology and Hygiene.
9. Theory and Practice of Teaching.

10. English and American Literature.
11. Phsics.
12. General History.
13. Mental Philosophy.
14. Algebra.
15. Constitution of the United States.
Grammar school teachers shall obtain a

certificate of qualification in the first ten of
the above branches.

Primary school teachers shall obtain a
certificate of qualification in the first nine
of the above branches.

High school teachers shall obtain a cer-
tificate of qualifications the same as a prin-
cipal teacher, and in addition thereto such
other branches as he or she may be re-
quired to teach. ;,

Special teachers of music, drawing and
writing shall obtain a certificate of qualifi-
cation In the branch which they teach.

German teachers shall obtain a certificate
of qualification in German, Orthography,
Heading and English Grammar.

The character of an applicant's examina-
tion shall be represented tin a scale of one
to one hundred, excepting primary teach-
ers.

'Certificates shall be granted for one, two,
three and five years.

No certificate shall be granted, except to
primary teachers, when the applicant's
standing is less than 65 in the first six of
the above enumerated branches.

A one-ye- certificate shall be granted
when the applicant's average standing Is
not less than 65.

A two years' certificate shall be granted
when the applicant's average standing is
not less than 75.

A three years' certificate shall be granted
when the applicant's average standing Is
not less than 85.

A five years' certificate shall be granted
when the applicant's average standing is
not less than 90, and such applicant shall
have been for the three years next preced
ing his (or her) application engaged in
teaching, eighteen months of which expe-
rience shall have been In one place. Such
certificates shall be receivable without ex-

amination, at the discretion of the examin-
ing board.

After each examination the board oi ex
aminers shall submit to the board of educa-
tion a report showing the number of appli
cants examined, the amount of fees re-

ceived, the names of the applicants to
whom certificates have been issued, speci
fying the kind of certificate and the length
of time for which the same has been issued.

The changes in the courses of study in
high and grammar schools contemplate
making the pupil fitter to enter college and
make some radical changes In the work,

The committee report which was adopt CSX

with Instructions that the committee el;

orate It Is as follows:

To the Honorable Board ot Edueatlon:
Your committee hereby submit a partial

report, or report of progress, containing
recommendations which, it adopted, will
afford intelligible guidance in tho prepara-
tion ot an additional report Throughout
the deliberations of this committee the
principle has been observed that In the
present juncture, judicious retrenchment
rather than an increase of expense, would
be regarded as the true policy of the board.
Accordingly, while no Increase of expense
Is contemplated In the present report it Is
believed that the proposition now submitted
will be found readily adjustable to any en-

largement of our public school work that
may be found practicable hereafter. The
following recommendations are now made:

1. That the "semi-annu- promotion"
system be immediately discontinued
throughout our schools; fur the reason that,
however capable of demonstration its utili-It- y

may be Its continuance would inevitably
involve a considerable enlargement of the
teaching force in the high school.

2. That the subject of arithmetic begin
with the first half of the fourth year in the
grammar school, and the subject of algebra
be begun with the second half of the same
year.

3. That the scheme of studies In the high
school be arranged in two distinct courses,
one to be known as the Latin Scientific
Course and the other as the English Lit-
erary.

4. That the Latin scientific course em-
brace the following branches, viz.: Latin,
Including prose composition, four books ot
Caesar's commentaries, six orations of
Cicero, six books of Virgil's Aeneid, and
practice in the translation at sight ot easy
Latin. Algebra, through quadratic equa-

tions and including radicals and the theory
of exponents as presented in Kay's High-
er Algebra; Geometry, plane, solid and
spherical; General History, Roman His
tory, English uistory; rnysics, unemisiry.
Physiology and Hygiene; Botany, Physical
Geograobv. Rhetoric and English Composi
tion. Pupils who so elect may be permit-
ted to substitute an equivalent amount of
German for the Latin in the course.

5. That the English literary course em
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brace the same branches as the Latin
scientific course, with the exception of the
Latin, ana wiin tne addition of the follow
ing, viz,: Logllsh. English Literature.
Civil Government, Political Economy and
American Political History.

6. That the remainder of the course
of the pupils who have already
completed one year in the
high school, be modified to conform
with the schedule above given, so far as
maybe practicable without injustice to
them.

r That the superintendent of schools be
requested to draft without delay a suitable
scheme of the work above specified to
cover the three j ears of the high school
term; and to adjust the work of the gram-
mar school to correspond therewith.

The Board of Education Buckles Down to

Three Hours of Solid Effort, and
Accomplish Considerable.

Transaction of Some Matters of Special
Importance to the Schools Home

Chauges Introduced That Are Ex-

pected to be of Oreat IleneBt.

It was hot to suffocation Monday night in
the little room in which the school board
meets, and It was late before a quorum
could be obtained. The meeting proved to

one of supreme importance.
On motion of Mr. Winger, Mr. Lorenz

was temporarily called to the chair In the
absence of both the president and vice
president The following members gasped
out answers to their names as they mopped
their steaming brows: Bell. Lorenz, Mc- -
Grew. Dugan, Reifsnlder. Myrs, Serviss,
Speilman, Weixelbaum, Wilkinson, Winger
and Gable.

The minutes of the last meeting were
read and approved.

President Kay arrived at this point and
took the chair, Mr. Lorenz relapsing Into
private membership with a grateful sigh.

The clerk presented the annual report of
the school enumerators, which will be found
elsewhere. Placed on file.

The superintendent reported that the ex-

hibit ot writing and drawing from tne nub
schools, designed for the Ohio centennial,
Columbus has been prepared. On motion,

the superintendent was authorized to see that
they were properly placed at the centennial
and properly arranged, at the expense of
the board. Rev. Mr. Wilkinson delayed
proceedings by a few minor objections.

Mr. berviss, or the committee on teach
ers, presented a communication from the
Clark County teachers' association, through
President McFarland, asking the citv
teachers to be present at the coming insti-
tute, and asking that the board put at the
disposal of the association the Institute fund
legally provided. Un motion the fund was
ordered so transferred. The institute com-
mences August 20 and lasts one week.

Mr. Serviss, of the teachers' committee.
presented a set of rules for the government

the board ot school examiners and gov-
erning the Issuing of teachers' certificates.
