The Senate of renimylvimla t'onalderlng
tlio JtiiriUlev Cnvt.

HAttnismmo, Oct. 14. The John Bards-lo- y

oxtraordinnry session of tho State
Senate, convened by Oovernor Pnttlson,
wns called to order at noon yesterday,
by I.ioutenant-Govcrno- r Wntros. At
that hour the scene in the Senate cham-
ber wns n brilliant one. The seats of
the Senntors wero occupied by their own-
ers, with the exception of three.

The Governor, In his message, which
occupied nearly an hour in its roading,
roviowod the arrest and conviction of
John llardsley, for the unlawful use of
city and State funds, and dwolt particu-
larly on the evidonce to tho effect that on
cortaln dates linrdsley recoivod largo
sums of money for Interest from banks
nnd individuals to whom ho had loaned
fuuds of tho State with the connivance
of Stato Treasurer Boyer, Cashier Llvesy
nud Auditor-Genera- l McCamant. The
Governor mentioned sovoral othei cases
where it appeared as though Audltor-Qenor- nl

McCamant, Stato Treasurer
lioyer and Casher Llvesy had connlvod
with Knnlsley to dofraud the Stato out
of largo sums of money.

After the adoption of a resolution for
the appointment of a commlttoe to
formulate rules of procedure, tho Senate
adjourned until 3 o'clock this afternoon.

ITALIANS DOI.NO FPU THEMSELVES.
Having No Minister In Tlila Country, the

New York Commerce, chtmbor Acta.
Wasiiinoto.v, Oct. 14. The recall of

Baron Fnvn, the Italian Mlnlstor to this
country, on account of tho Now Orleans
affair, has loft the Interests of Italy lu
tho United Stntcs in a peculiar condi-
tion, tho prisont Charge d'Affnlrs in
Washington not being invested with the
powers of n Minister, and tho Itnllan
citizens rosldont of this country, feeling
the necessity for ropresontation of their
Interests, have taken matters in their
own hands.

Yestotday the prcsldont of tho Itnllan
Chamber of Commerce lu New York
called on Secretary Rusk, and it is re-
ported tbat his visit was In connection
with negotiations looking to tho raising
of tho Italian ombargo on Amorican
pork. It is understood that theso nego-
tiations have been In progress for some
time, and that thoy aro in such a stato
that promulgation of tue raising of tho
embargo will be announced shortly.

Central American War Prolinblo.
Panama, Oct. 14. Advices received

horo from San Joso de Costa Rica report
that war is likely to break out in tho
near future between Salvador nnd Guate-
mala on the one band, and NIcaraugua
and Honduras on tho othor. It Is also
said that Guatemala has sent troops
lo tho Salvadorian frontior. Tho odlcinl
relations betweou Guatemala and Salva-
dor have been very unsatisfactory dnrins
the last twelve months. The two coun-
tries find It dinicult to maintain peace,
nlthough the two governments are on
friendly terms with each other, owing
to their despotic policy towards their
people.

Tho jLoulilnna Lottery In Montreal.
Montreal. Que., Oct. 14. The Louisi-

ana State Lottery Company has estab-
lished a branch office tn Montreal, and
will uso the Canadian malls for pur-
poses denied it by tho United States
postal authorities. Tho agent hero has
issued a circular, which has been sent
through Canada. Tho first paragraph
of tuo circular rcau: "Koceut changes in
the United States postal regulations
have rendered it preferable to moro
closely consult tho interest of our Cana
dian patrons by establishing n branch
ofllco lu Canada." Tho odlcinls aro
powerless to stop this until tho govern
ment passes a law similar to tnat now
in vogue in tho States.
