Kennn, n priest nttnehed to St. Ann's
church, In Knst Twelfth street, ' and Mrs
Slnry Rurchell, his cousin, whose home
wits In l'lttsburg, Pa., wero drowned In tin
Hudson nt the foot of West Ono Hundred
and First street.

It was at tho end of a day's pleasure.

He had
left the oars and was busy in the stem
with his buck toward her. In attempting
to recover n glove which had fallen Sirs.
Burchell stepped oil the float and hei
weight tipped the boat so far that sho lost
her balance and fell overboard. Father
SlcKennn fell from the other side of the
boat at the same moment and both sank.
