London, Vob. 8. A oablo dispatch from
tinted Fob.

Uhtncso Hoot has practically ceased to ex
ist. Tho Iron clnd Clion Yuen nndhor sister
ship, tho Ting Yuen, hnvo been sunk nnd ho
tho other vossols of tho Chlnoso fleet aro
within tho grasp of tho Jnpnneso.

tho dispatch adds that tit Unvbrcnk on
Sunday tho Jnpnnoso flout ononcd flro on
tho Lml Kunjr forts, whloh replied virjor- -
ously. Tlio bombardment became torrlflo.
Tho first Jnpnnoso floot, Including tho flag-slil- At

directed Its flro against tho Eastern of
Island batteries, whllo tho second division
shelled Fort Zhlh. Tho Chlnoso fleot soon
enmo to tho assistance of tho forts. Tho
Ting Yuen used her guns without effect,
but succeeded In dividing some of the Jap-
anese flro from the forts

Tlio Lai Yuen, a smnllor ship, also
fought well. Sho sustained much dam- -

ago. Thoro wcro mnuy casualties. Two
Chlnoso gunboats also assisted, but woro
not badly damaged. These four vossols
fought dosporately until dnrk, when tho
firing coascd on both sldos.

Tho Chlnoso forts, ospocinlly Fort zmih,
suffered immense dnmago. Tho slacken-
ing Chlnoso flro towards ovonlng Indicated
that tho guns woro disabled, that tho guu-nor- s

woro killed or that ammunition was
becoming scarce

The sea was rough Sunday, but rearing
that tho Chinese would endeavor tooscapo
tho Japanese licet did not seek shelter, re-
maining to block tho oxits from tho
harbor.

During tho night tho Japanese learned
from a prisoner who had boon captured
that Admiral Ting, tho Chlnoso naval
commaudor, had ordered tlio captains of
tho various ships to remain lusldo tho
harbor, ovon If tho Island should bo cap-
tured, and endeavor to dostroy tho Jap-anes- o

fleot. Every officer was ordered to
remain at his post until tho last under
pain of dishonor or doath.

Tho bombardment was resumed todny,
Sunday's operations being repeated. Tho
flro from Fort Zhlh continued weakly.
Tho Chlnoso men-of-w- woro so repeat-
edly nnd badly hit that tholr guns were
handled with difficulty and with less
spirit. Towards tho closo of tho fight tho
Ting Yuon and Chen Yuen woro disabled.
Thoy gradually settled down and found-
ered, amid shouts of triumph from tho
Japnnoso both on land nnd sea.

Tho othor Chlnoso vessols wcro In dis
tress.

Tho dispatch, concludes with tho state
ment that tho Japanoso nrp preparing to
carry Liu Kung by storm.

Phllo Norton McGiflln, of Washington,
Pa., a member of Admiral Ting's stnff,
was tho commnndor of tho Chen Yuen.
Ho was wounded at tho battlo of tho Yalu,
but subsequently rocovorcd and again I

took command of his ship.

UNCLE SAM RE3IAINS NEUTRAL.

Will TuUo No Tart In tlio Kllnrt to End tho
Oriental War.

Washington, Fob. 8. A oablo dispntoh
from London showing a purpose on tho
part of Great Britain, France and Russia
to Interfere at tho proper stage of hostili-
ties botween Japan and China has at-

tracted much attention in diplomatic cir
cles here, and has acquired additional

when taken in conjunction with
tho recent speech from tho throne of Queon
Victoria. Tho latter, in a very guarded
nnd diplomatic maunor, hinted that whon
tho tlmo camo tho relations between tho
great powers wiuld bo found sufficiently
harmonious to lnsuro tho restoration of
poaco between Japan and China.

Tlw flirt fnia tit fl,n unilnNtnndltii, na
reported Japan will not bo pormltted to
acquire an inch of territory on tho Chlnoso
mainland. This, of course, would provent
nor irom retaining irort ivrtuur or vv

tho groat Chlnoso naval strong-
holds, or any part of Manchuria, which
sho has ocouplod nftor hard fighting. But
on tho other hand it is bolloved horo that
tho statement carries a distinct intima-
tion that Japan may claim tho great
island of Formosa, whloh Is a most im-

portant strategical possession. This is In-

habited by florco Malay tribes who have
novor beon subjugated, ind ovon after
tholr long nominal possession the Chinese
have beon unable to do moro than get a
foothold on tho coast.

It has been confidently expectod horo
that tho European powers would inter--

vono between Japan and China whonevor
it should appear that tho latter country
was really vanquished and was suing in
viiln for peace upon roasouablo terms, but
so far ns tho dispatch referred to indicates
any possibility of action in that lino by
tho United States m conjunction witn
othor powers it is cloarly erroneous, for It
can ho positively stated that undor no
probable conditions oan the president bo
Induced to ilopart so rar irom our ostau
llshed policy of

It Is no cause of surprise Hero that irer- -

mnny, too, will relrniu Irom joining in an
intervention which would be surely dis
tasteful to Japan, for the latest reports
from our oousuIb in tho latter country
show that the Gorman traders nro making
extraordinary progress in supplanting all
other foreigners, even Americans, In se
curing control of tho valuablo Japanese
foreign trade.
