This Is a sourco ot much
apprehension hero.

In tho discussion of tho mio expedition
In tho houso of commons lust evening Mr.
John Dillon criticized tho government for
not informing Franco of its Intentions be-

forehand. Ho chnrgod that tho govern-
ment was acting In tho lutorest ot tho
drolbund and was crawling at tho foot ot
Emporor William.

ilr. John Worley said that tho diversion
of tho funds of tho Calsse for tho purposes
of England would necessarily prolong tho
English occupation, nnd by Insisting Upon
romalnlng In Egypt Groat Britain admit
ted that Egypt was not strong onough to
stand by Itself. Yot, ho contlnuod, tho
now policy Is to Impose upon Egypt tho
duty of governing ono of tho most diffi-

cult torrltorio3 on tho earth. Nothing, in
his opinion, showed that tho Egyptian
frontier was monaccd.

Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, tho secretary
of stato for tho colonics, contended that
all tho opposition nrgumonts woro t'alntod
with a prcconcelvod determination to
ovacuato Egypt. Ho pointed out tho bon- -

ollts resulting to that oountry from tho
British occupation, saying that nothing
In rocont history wn3 tho subject for
greator prldo than tho peaceful revolution
in Egypt. All authorities, ho added, agreed
that the withdrawal of tho British troops
would moan that all this work was to bo
undone. A vast majority of Englishmen
woro convinced that tho work of Groat
Britain In Egypt was not completed and
that It would be dishonorable to leavo
Egypt until It was completod.

The situation at Wady Haifa was bad,
but, Mr. Chamborlatn explained, It might
havo boon boruo for soma years longor had
It not been for tho defeat ot tho Italians.
Now, howovor, It was folt that If Cassala
foil tho ofioct would bo lncalculablo upon
Egyptian Interests, and If Italy was again
defeated many a tribo hitherto allonnted
from tho khalifa would rojoln his forcos,
and ho might mako a groat further effort
to destroy Egypt and the civilization of
which England was tho protector. There
fore it was of paramount Importance to
Egypt that Cassala should not fall.

Sir Charles Dilko doclarod that no ovl
denco had yet been submitted to tho houso
that justlflod the advnnco. The fact that
the Marquis dl liudlnl opposed tho reten
tion of tho African colony showed that
there was no need to act on hohalf of Italy.

Mr. Curzon, tho parliamentary secretary
for the forolgu office, doclarod that tho
Imaginations ot tho opposition wero col
orod by their own experience. Italy, ho
said, was n hotter judge of what was good
for her. II the summor noat woro found
unfavoroblo for a further movement tho
Egyptian troopi would roinalu ot Aka.
shoh, but If It woro found doslrnblo to
pursuo tho expedition to tho natural ob-

jective Dongola, that would bo douo. No-
body would bollovo that Egypt was able
to stand alone against a dorvish attack.

As to tho evacuation, Mr, Curzon con
tlnued, It could not bo pretended that tho
conditions word fulfilled undor which
England undertook to withdraw troops,
"Tho prosont oxpodltlon," ho concluded,
"is inseparably connoctod with tho work
that wo nro doing In Egypt, and wo should
pcrsovcro In tho task until It Is nccom
plishod." '

IMlttMIKlt ItUUINI'S IMMIUMA.

Vigorous Opposition to the African Cam-
paign in the Chamber of Deputies.

IlOMK, March 21. There wero sconos of
excltomont in tho chamber of doputles

and tho strong current of discon-
tent with the situation In Africa amongst
tho pooplo, nnd especially agalust under-
taking any further campaign In Abys-
sinia, was vigorously oxprossod by Radical
doputles.
