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HALT JAPAN BILLS

President Roosevelt Writes
to Governor Gillette.

CALLED “MOST UNFORTUNATE."

SBays It Wounld Work Imcaloula-
ble Damage to Pasms Iawn
Against Orientals Who
Own Land.

Racramento, Cal, Jan. 20.—Governor
Gillette bax cnused the antl-Japaneso
hills to be held up In the legislature
at the urgent request of Prealdent
Roosevelt, who wrote him the follow-
Ing letter:

My Dear Governor—I am greatly con-
cerned over the antl-Japanese bills which
are apparently golng through or are on
thelr way through the California legisla-

ture. They are in every sense most un-
fortunate.

At lust we have in first class working

order the arrahgement which with such
difficulty we succeeded in getting through
two years ago.

The Japanese government in obvlously
acting In entire good faith. Durlng the
six months ending Oct. & last the total
number of Japanese who have come to
the mainland of the United Btates has
been 2,074, and the total number who have
left has been 3,281

In other words, the whole object nomli-
nally dealred by these who winh to pre-
vent the Incoming of Japanese laborers
has been achleved,

More Japanese are leaving the country
than are coming In, and by present Indi-
catlons In a very few years the number
of Japanese here wiil be no greater than
the number of Americans In Japan—that
Is, the movement will be as normal in
one case as In the other, which s Just
what we desire.

There s therefore no shadow of excuse
for an action which will simply produce
great Irritatlon and may result In upset-
ting the present agreement and throwing
open the whole situntion again,

Thess agitators have themnelves to
thank If trouble comes from what they
do If there Is a freah Influx of Japanese
hither, They hamper the national govy-
ernment In what It has now mo efclent-
Iy a ¥ A—the agr t by peace-
ful means and through the friendly initin-
tive of the Japaness government to Keep
Japaness Immigrants out of the United
Blates save as Americans themselves visit
Japan.

Is it not possible to get the legislaturs
to realize the great unwisdom from the
standpoint of the country at large and
nbove all from the standpoint of Callfor-
nia of what s belng done? Bincerely
yours, THEODORE ROOBEVELT.

Before recelving thls letter Governor
Glliette got the following telegraom
from the president:

We are greatly concerned at newspaper
reports of antl-Japanese leglslation In
Callfornia’s legislature. Have written
you at length on the subject. Barnestly
hope that no progress will be made on
bills untll you have had a chance to re-
celve my letter and, If necessary, to dis-
cuss its contents with leaders of two
houses, My knowledge of the Interna-
tional situation, particularly with refer-
ence to emigration of Japanese laborers
to United Btates, satisfles me that pns-
sage of proposed legisiation would be of
Incaloulable damage to state of Callfor-
nia as well as to whole Union,

Governor Glllette sent the following
reply:

Telegram recelved. Have caused bilis
to be held up until I can hear from you.
Coples of bllls Introduced affecting Japa-
nese, together with briefs on same, malled
to you,

One of the bills almed at the Jupa-
nese, the Drew measure, forblds own-
ership of property for more than seven
veiars by allens, and It was reported
out of committee favorably and was to
have been passed at once through the
assembly,

It 1= sald on good authority that
@overnor Glllette will veto the bills If
by any chance they should come to
him for signature.

Spenker ' Stanton declares that the
Drew blll i8 dangerous., He sald,
“When we undertake to change the
laws regarding such vital matters we
tread upon dangerous ground.”

Grove L. Johnson, author of three
anti-Japanese bills that uare bitterly
opposed by the federal government,
declares he will pay no attentlon to
the president's request for delay,

The bills provide for the wegregution
of all Japanese by act of the legisla-
tive bodles of municipalitles and pre-
venting Japanese from attending the
public schools for white children.

FLIRTING IN CHURCH 0. K

Pastor Approves It, Though He Says
It's Harmful Elsewhere.
Chlcago, Jan. 20.-~While flirting Iu
theaters and other places of public
amusement should be tabooed, accord-
Ing to Rev. 8. B, Dexter, he declares
that it may properly take place In
church, where, he says, “it Is purged

of its barmfulness."

“Church surroundings and assocla-
tions,"” he says, “are entirely different
from those which attend performances
in public playhouses. Bometimes the
plays in our theatera are a trifle rigue,
and if the show be given on Bunday
the resuit is a general forgetfulness of
that fact. Under such conditions fiirt-
ing is harmful.

“In church, however, 1 can see no
harm in a little bit of Airting.”

EARTHQUAKE IN TUREKEY.

e e CARMACK TRIAL,

one to Buildings.

Constantinople, Jan. 20—Reports to-
day from Smyrna, Phocaea, Chil, Bru-
sn and Kutnla state that severe earth-
quanke shocks have occurred within the
last fourteen hours, resulting in the
logs of many livea and great destruc-
tlon of property.

Seventeen persons were kllled by a
sharp earthquake at Phocnen, twenty-
five miles northwest of Smyrna, and
fifteen other nelghboring towns. Con-
siderable damage was done to build-
ings at Phocnea.

The shock was very strong at Chil,
where the population became paule
stricken.

Bmyrna also experlenced the enrth-
quake, but there was no loss of life.
The American battleships Loulsiana
and Virginla are nt anchor in the har
bor of Bmyrnn.

The Amerlean battleships Ohlo and
Missourl arrived at Balonlkn today
from Athens,

Smoldering embers In the wrecknge ‘
were fanned into flames by the strong
wind that has prevailed here for the
past two or three days, and the fire |
secured a good foothold before efforts

The flnmes made fast progress and
goon swept through the remaing of the |
benutiful promennde along the harhor
front., The amall force of firemen was
augmented by detnchments of soldiers |
and sallora from the warships, and |
pumps and lines of hose were brought
ashore from the vessels,

MRS, ANNIS INDIGNANT.

Declares Verdict Freeing Hains Is Vio-
lation of Law.

New York, Jan. 20—In a statement
voicing ber Indignation at the verdict
which nequitted Thornton J. Hains of
complicity In the Killing of hey hus-
band Mrs, William E. Annls expressed
her detestation of what she called
“that unspenkable thing, the unwritten
law," and sald:

“The verdict is in violatlon of the
Inw, and [ do not see how those twelve
Jurors, who swore they would respect
the law, could act upon the unwritten
law, that unspeakable thing which
clolms to set aslde and override the
lanws we have,

“The law says that a man shall not
suffer punishment without being heard
in his own defense. The law says
that no man shall have the right to
judge and avenge wrongs to himself
either real or Imaginary., All of these
laws have been disregarded by the
jury,

“Two things 1 wish the world would
remember. My husband never had
an opportunity to speak or show hls
innocence, nand 1, his widow, will do
him justice to assume that he was In-
nocent.”

Nothing More Indicative of Breeding
and Education Than the Signature,
It is useless to know what to write

in a note If one does not understand

the manner of dolng It.

For example, no other small detall
In more tndicative of breeding and ed-
ucation than the signature. Under no
cirenmetances should the prefix Mr,
Mrs. or Miss be used unless It go In
parentheses. Hven then It 1s only to
Indicate whether It Is a man or wo-
man and, if the latter, married or un-
married, which makes it permissible.
In writing to total strangers or to
those who bave not this information it
may appear. In writing to a social in-
| terfor the prefix Is always possible, but
! even then It must be parentheslzed.

It & married woman is writing to a
| moclal equal who does not koow the
| status of her correspondent the writer
should sign ber own name in full, as
| “Mary Jane Bmith,” and underneath
write ber formal name, “Mrs, John
James Bmith,” putting parentheses
about the lower signature. To a soclal
equal upon whom for some reason she
bas not called, but would wish to, a
| married woman signs her own name
| nnd Incloses her visiting card.

It Is desirable that all letrer and note
paper shall be stamped elther with
monogram and address or both, Aec-
cording to the newest way of placing
it, if only the monogram Is used it ls
In the upper left band corner. A note
should begin always with “My dear,”
not “Dear” without the “my.” If the
writing must continue beyond the first
page It fs the fourth that should next
be used. If more space is needed, then
the paper should be turned so the right
edge becomes the top and the second
page becomes the third,

To end a note the formal way is
“Cordlally” unless the person to whom
one is writing {8 an old acqualntance,
and then “Bincerely"” {s employed.

For all invitations “Cordially” 18 to
be preferred. For letters to old friends
the words “Falthfully” and “As al-
| ways' are most commonly uséd, “Sin-
cerely also being good form. “Affec-
tionately” and “Lovingly" are for old
friends or relatives. Envelopes should
be addressed with the utmost precl-
sion, It is permisaible to put the
word “To" or “For" before the name,
but it is a continental rather than an
American custom. It Is always better
formelo write the full name, as “Misw
Mary Jane Bmith"” or “Mrs. John
James Brown,” rather than to substi-
tute Initials,

“Don’t marry a man who ie an habit-
ual liar.”" Because confidence is an es-
sential feature of a happy home,

“Don’t marry a man addicted to the
drink habit.”” The risk of living a dog's
life is too great.

“Don’t marry a man with an uncon-
trolable temper, if you want a sweet
dispogition and happiness yourself.”! A
wife is a man's recording angel, and
naturally assimilates his traits, and by
and by she becomes indifferent, cold and
morose, with a8 man of brute nature.

The spesker then considered jthe idea
most young people have that ‘‘love is
blind,"" and does not see any short-
comings.

Mary'' is decidedly happy in its humor-
oua appeal, and plays an equally de-
lightful part in the play. Asia, Earo-
pena and Australia and Billy Wigge;
Chris Hazy with his wooden leg; Pete
and the other sons and daughters of the
Pateh make the scenes bright and merry
with the play and sunshine of childhood.
And "'Cuby' the ‘''fit-horse’’ whose
“lights was riz'" is not forgotten in this
background of juovenile jollity and pie-
nicking.
