Governor 8ays Heart of Resort ls No
Place For Preventorium.
Lakewood, N, J., Nov. 30,—Follow-
Ing the recelpt of the letter from Mar-
eus M, Marks, president of the tuber-
culosias preventoritn, Governor KFort
had a conference with State Charltles
Commissioner George B, Wright con-
