Auswer.

The difliculty which you have met
is by [ar the greatest problem in
grading a school. It is very hard
for a stranger not acquainted with
vonditions to help you., We can,
perhaps, make o few suggestions
wlong genernl lines.

In the frst place get
co=aoperation ol every teacher in
vour school. Talk to them of the
plan and point out the many ad-
vantages, If they are really Inter-
ested in their work, they wiil
that they can do much more
graded classes, It is only natural
that teachers prefer certain pupils
especially those whom they
taught for a long time but this is
the Master's work, We are all work-
ing lfor one great end and must be
willing to sacrifice,

When the teachers are Intarested
they should be able to bring puplls
to want the change., Of course
Is not so easy to reason with puplls
us with teachers but by going care-
fully they should be brouglt to see
the advantages of the plan.

It is usually pupils who are near-
Iy old enough to enter the higher
grade who object to being left in
the old class, Take for instance a
girl now elght who will be nine
before promotion day, explaln to her
that it will be only a short time un-
til she will be old enough to join
her old olass.

In case you are not able to get
the help of teachers or pupils do
not give up. Get the co-operation
of the Primary teachers. It Is not
usuilly hard to get the smaller pu-
pils to go In classes a8 you want
them. If you begin with the first
grades and sce to It that all new
pupils who euter are assigned to
their proper classes, you will In a
few years have a graded school,
