He wis appuinted to the office of Master
in Chancer v by the Circnit Judge, and afier
Lolding that position for four years, was
elected District Atte . i ofhice which be
alro held for fonr yenrs » tthe expiration
of his term Le retirned to Bloominglon

Gienernl Btevenson was o delegate ot linge

man Tipton, aud being eleoted by over 2,000
majority -

Afterthe expirntion of that term General
Brevenson resnmed the praction of law, bt
wus u delegate to the Demoboriutic Nationul
Convention of 1584 which nominated Grover
Cleveland for President.  After the latter’s
election, Stevenson was appointed First As-
gistant Postmaster Genernl, and held that
office during the entire Cloveland adminis-
trution.  His urbanity mede him exceeding
Iy popular with all clnsses of people, and
Jie was probably the fuvorite of the Cloves
land adininistration ot Washington.
