TO IMPROVE A MARSI

A marsh tield, such as the boltom
of an old millpend on the bordors of
stroam, requires firat, ns a preparation
for a memdow, to bo thoroughly
drained. Good grass will not grow
on wot land that s sour from long
flooding with water. When the land
has been drained either by sutficlant
open ditches or by covered draine
made of stones or tiles, it will than
require & thorough plowing and a lib-
eral dressing of limoe, at least forty
bushels to the acre,  The land Is then
well harrowed and sown. The kinds
of grasa most suitable for such land
ave timothy, red top, fowl moeadow,
and alsike clover. Six pounds of the
first and ten  pounds of cach of the
othiers will be the proper quantity of
seed per acre. The sprouts shiould be
thoroughly graubbed out, as if loft
they will interfere more with the cut-
ting of the grass than would pay for
the work of their exiermination. It
will not pay to haif do o job of this
kind.—[New York Times.
