copaad thereafter to be an ordinary mor-
tal.  The government supported him for
life, he wan exempt from faxes, he had
n free pass to all pubile entertainments,
his mame was engraved on marble tab.
lots and his statue wus erected in the
sacred grove of Elis, beside the gold and
fvory Jupiter of Phidias, The games
themeelves in which he had won honor
formed epochs in history, by referonce
to which the dates of other events wera
fixed.

Homer, in describing the gamea held
by Achillesat the funeral of his friend,

Patrochas, tells how the hero put np as |

Yiprizes of the violent boxing match™ a
valuable mule, warranted sonnd, for the
victor and for the vanguished a two
handled cup, It was to be o free to all,
go-as-vou-please fight, and from all that
appenrs no betting was allowed,

Homer continues:  “Forthwith arose
aman great and valinnt and skilled in
boxing, Epeos, son of Panopens, and
Inid hils hand on the sturdy mule and
eald nlond: ‘Let any one come and take
the two handled eup, bt the male 1 sny
nong other of the Achudans shall take
for victory with his fists, for I claim to
be the best man here, 1 will utterly
brofse mine adversary's flesh and break
his DBonews so 1ot his friends abide to.
gether here and bear him forth when
vanguighed by my hands'"

Onr modern gladiator has publicly
voiced practically the same sentiment,
thuos: “1am John L, Sullivan and 1 can
Hek nny man in this crowd,”

The poet goes on: * Alone arose ngainst
him Euryalus, a godlike man, son of
King Meoisteus. Tydides, famons with
the spear, made ready Earyalus for the
fight, cheering him with spesch and
greatly desired for him victory, And
first he cast abont him a girdle, and
mext gave him the well ent thongs of
the hide of anoxof the field, and the
two boxers, being girt, went into the
midst of the ring, and both, lifting np
their stalwart hands, fell to, and their
hands joined battle grievonsly, Then
was there terrible grinding of teeth, and
sweat flowed from all their Himbs, And
noble Epeos eams on, and, as the other
spied for an opening, smote him on the
cheek, nor conld he longer stand, for his
fair limbs fuiled stroightway nnder him,
And ns when beneath the north wind's
ripple a fish leapeth on a tangle covered
beach, and then the black wave hideth
it, #o leaped up Euryalos at that blow,
But great hearted Epeos took him in his
bands and set him upright and hix dear
comrades stood aronnd him and bore
him from the ring with trailing feet,

spitting ont clotted blood, drooping his |

head awry, and they set him down in his
#woon among them and themselves went
back nud fetched the two handled cup,”

Euryalus was knocked ont in one
round. Such a description of the similar
New Orleans contest would perhaps
serva people better than the elaborate
work of wrt which was prepared for
them. The poet does not descend to de-
tails—he does mot give information
enongh. But then perhaps Homer does
not aim to give information mevely. He
seeks rather to present s picture, and
the picture is there,

It will be noticed that there were no
“olinches” in this struggle, but it is
otherwise in the next game which the
greatest of epic bards goes on to de-

before the fire as o prize for the winner
in the “grievons wrestling mateh,"” and,
speaking to  the asserubled Grecks,
opens  the contest with these words,
“Rise all who would enter this combat,”
"Therdupon arose grest Ajax, son of
Telamon, nnd Odyssens, of many wiles,
the crafty minded. And the two being
girt went into the midst of the ring and
clasped ench ovner in their arms with
mighty hupds like gable rafters of a
lofty house which some famed crafts.
man jolneth, thut hoe may baffle the
wind's foree, And their bucks creaked,
firmly under the vigorous hands,
sweal o down in streams, and
many wonls along their ribs and shoul-
dors sprung up red with blood, while
gyer they strove amain for victory, to
win the wrought tripod.”

| lets, were worn by the Israelites, to
| which allusion is made in the Seriptures,
| These phylacteries were narrow strips
| of parchment on which were written
passages from the Old Testament. A
strip was placed in a small leathern box
and bound to the left elbow by a narrow
strap.  There was a smaller phylactery
| for the forehend, the box for which was
about an inch square,

The word amulet is of Arabic origin,
and implies n thing suspended. Amnulets
were of varions kinds, The moonstone
| found in the desert of Arabia was worn
1an a talisman against enchantment by

the women, who suspended it around
the nock. It was a white, transparent
stone, the time for searching for it being
| midnight.—Detrait Free Press.
