T MAXIMILIAN.

The Bwperor Maximilinn was the son

of Archiduke rancis Charles of  Aus.
trin and Priveess Bophia of Bavaria.
ITe was born on the Gth of J Ll.l-_'" 1832,

In 1840 he entored the Austrion pavy.
On the 27th of July, 1850, he married
the uufortunate Maria Uarlutta, a dangh-
ter of the lute King Leopld L. or the
Belgians, e was appointed Admiral
and Commander.io Chief of the Austrian
pavy iu 1859, and retained this poesition
unti! his asceeptance of the Mexican
crown, During his sdministration of
this high oftice lie introduced many im.
portant reforws io the pavy, and left
uls post amid usiversal regret.

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"SANTA ANNA.

Therc seems to be a disagreement a-
moung aathoerites as to the fate of Santa
Avna. Three days ago report made
him dead as hizjancestors. Doubts are
pow expressed as to this, but  without
anythiog definite to fouud them on. As
fur ns probabilites go, Santa Auna has
wone the way of all flesh, If not, so
much the worse for Mexico,

The carcer of this noted personage
has been ns adventurous and romantic
as that of any hero in the entire dime
novel series, though for the last ten
years he has remained comparatively
quiet and secluded. Atonio Lopez de
Sauta Anoa was born in the Mexican
oity of Jalapa, about sixty miles from
Vera Crog, in 1798, and was couseguens
tly sixty=nine years of ageat the time of
his execution. His entry into political
life took place when he was barely more
than twenty years of age. In 1820 he
wns appointed Governor of Vera Cruz,
aud the following vear became an actor
in the revolution which sprung from
the Spanish troubles, and which was
the oeeasion of the overthrow of Spanish
rule in Mexico. lturbide, who had been
a prominent leader in  the interest of
Spain, revolted in the Spring of 1826,
aud proclimed Mexico to be an inde.
pendent Government, proposing a new
constitution, in whichyghe Roman Catho,
lie religion was deolared to be the na-
tional ereed ; all distinotions founded on
estate or color were ubolished, and the
form of Government declared to be con.
stitutional monarchy. The revolution
was successful, and on the 18th of May,
1822, Iturbide was proclaimed Ewmpercr
under the title of Agustin I. His reign
lasted ouly’ ten months, wher BSanta
Anus, who had presisted in denying his
authority, and had beer despos:d from
the Governorship of Vera Cruz, made
himself master of the situation, and com.
pelled Iturbide to abdicate March 20,
1823. The following year, it being
feared that he would mnake nn attempt
to regaio the throne, he was seized and
executed. Santa Aoova was, or at least
professed to ba, fu favor of a pure re-
public, and got up a provisional gov.
ernment. A Congress assembled, and a
Constitution similar in general reatures
to (hat of the United States was  pro-
wulgated ; the country was divided into
pincteen States and four Tervitories ;
Gen. Vietoria was  elected President,
and Bravo was wmade ViecerPresident,
each for four yeara,

All this time Santa Anva  remaioed
at the bead of the party in power. In
1828, ut a vew election, he favored the
election of General Guerrero for Presi-
dent instead of Pedrazza, Lis opponent,
but the latter gaining the election, a
plea of fraud was set up, and a bloody
revolution lollowed, the result of which
was the overthrow of the Pedrazza
government the fullowing year. As a
reward for his services, Santa Anna was
appoioted Minister ot War und Com-
mander in-Chief of the Mexican Army.
In payment for this covfidence Sauta
Anua iotriguded with Geu. Dustamente
for the government, and in 1850 wuo«
other revolution took place, and Guer-
rero wis desposed, and artemping to re-
gain his position was a-.-im:«] and shot
ln 1832, Santa Auvos, becoming disaf.
fected with Bustamente, again revolted,
this time in favor of his old cnewy, Pe.
drazza. The following year he arrived
ut the summit of his ambition in being
wude President of the Republie.

Iu this new position he found but
little pesce. e was looked upon with
suspicion on nccount of his past record.
It was thought that he simed at the
restoration of the Imperial dignity aud
fanctioes, and would appropriate the
chureh property to pay the npafional
debt. The people disliked him, bat the
army favored him. e now began to
develop his controlling idea of eentrali-
gation, and used his utmost eraft and
power to copcentrate authority to  the
vxecutive head of the government. Rad-
ienl changes were made in  the laws ;
the anthority of the Pope over the Mex-
tean Chureh was abrogated, convents
were suppressed, and the compulsory
paywent of tithes was declaved illegal.
The disnffection grew, aud finally oul.
winated in two danverous insurructious,
which he succeeded in putting dowu.
In 1835 he overthrew the old constita-
tion, converted the States iuto a * Con.
solidated HRepublie,” aud under the
mild title of Phesident beearmae absolute
Dictator. The several Btate Legisla
tures were abolished, and their places
gupplied by department eouneils; the
(iuvernors of the States being iwmedi.
ately depeudent upon the ceatral au,
thority. Mexico proper, long barsssed
by fuetious revolts und exhausted with
fruitless wars, seemed glad of even the
prospect of quies, thouzh unider such a
dictatorship ; but in the Department of
Texas the togo of public feeling was
Guite different A forwidsble rebeliion
ook place, and Bavta Aoua at the head
ol his wriny, warched; ju 1830, juto that

tervitery, uud massacred the garrisons

1
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ol two_lorts. Progeeding, ho met at

San Antonio the Texan army under
(Gen. Bam Houston. The Texans, roused
to fury, fell npon the Mexicans like
tifum, and Santa Avua not only suffer
ed a crushing dofont, but was himself
tuken prisoner. Texas now declared
her independence, and the United
States gave the new Republic recogui-
tion. Fhe defeat and capture of Santa
Aona was the signal for another over
turnin Moxico. DBustamento got hold
of the exeoutive office, which he retains
ed for a yenr, Meantime Santa Anna
was libcrated, aud made a visit to the
United States, bad a talk with Gen.
Jackson, and was honored with trans-
portation to Mexicoin a United Statea
vessel-of.war. e was quite coldly re-
ecived by his people, and at the Presis
dentinl election in 1887, he got only
two out of sixty.nine eleetorial yotos,

For sevoral months he remained in
seclusion at Vera Oruz, until the bom-
bardment of San Juan de Ulloa by the
French, in 1838, He then offered his
services, which were naccepted. The
army rallicd around him, and when the
French nssaulted Vera Cruz, be drove
thom in disorder back to their ships.
Tn this battle helost hisleg by a can-
non ball. From 1541 to 1844 he was
Provisional DPresident. JIn the latter
year the Constitutional Government was
restored, and he beenme for nearly four
wounths Constitutional President. e
was then overthrown, and sentenced to
ten years' banishment, Canalizo be-
came President, but held the office only
a few weeks, when Herrara became his
guccessor ; Herrarn held on for a yea
aid was turned out by Parrades, under
whose administration occured the war
with the Unpited States. Sauta Auna
took up his abode in Cuba, soasto be
in cusy reach of the country that he
must have felt would soou invite him to
return, In less than two years from the
date of his exile, the Generul was quicts
ly pssed through the United States
blockade and landod onee more on his
native soil, and in a few weeks became
agnin President. He took the field at
the head of the Mexican army against
the United States, and displayed econ.
giderable skill and astivity in dirceting
wilitory operations ; but he was de-
feated at Buena Vista by Geneial Tay-
lor in February, 1847, and at Cerro
Gordo by Gen, Scott in the following
April, These disasters to the Mexican
army led to his being appointed Dictator,
but he was again  beaten by Scolt at
Contrera and Cherabuseo, and compell.
ed to necept a truce whish was followed
by the peace that gave Texas to the
United States,

Immediately aftor the close of the
war he was nzain scized by a rival fies
tion and banished for the second time.
Four years later he again landed upon
Mexican soil, this time by the demand
of the people, who believed him  better
qualified to serve their interests than
any other. He was jovested with die-
tatoral powers, and at onee adopted en.
ergetic medsures, dispersing the Con
gress by military force, and then pro-
ceeded to reorganize the army, the finan-
ces, and the administration of justice,
as well as to  revise the Constitution,
The Republican party opposed him to
the atmost ot their power, but with so
mwuch success did he earry his measures,
that his extranidinary powers were pro-
lenged, and in December, 1863, he was
proclaimed bietator for life, The fol.
lowing year the boundury line between
the Unpited States and Mezico was
drawn, and so incensed were the Mex
icans with the nction of their Diectator
in rezard thereto, that he was obliged

to flee the country. The triple iusur.
rection followed, of the Indiuns, the
people, and  the clergy, which gave

Mexico three Presidenus—Carrern, Al
varez, aud Comoniort—in the short
space of six months, On the oeccupa.
von of Mexico l.l)' the Freoech in lbﬁ:j'
Santa Annaobtained permission to re-
turn to his eountry. He arrived at
Yera Cruz in February, 1804, siter
niug years absence from Mexieo, and on
landing was required, a8 a condition ol
rewsining in the country, to sign a pa-
per declariog his adhesion to the French
interventicn, recoguizing as the ooly
!:-l_-_ilim.nl.: government the monarchy
proclaimed by the Assembly of Notables,
with the Archduke Mazimillinu as
Ewmperor, and pledgiog bimself to ab.
stain from any political dewonstaation
either by speech or writing, and to con-
duet himsell sololy as g private citleen
It was onty a few days, however, before
an ncodress appeared in o pewapaper at
Oriziba, sigued by Suuta Aooa, dealiog
with the political questions of the bour,
and setting forihi the servicem vhich the
writer had rendered to Mexico but
eounseling, st the same time, a willing
obedicncs to the Empire. As this ad-
deess wus regarded as constitutivg a vio
lat'on of the pledge Ssnta Anps had
given uot to waddle in any way with
publie affaire, he was ordered by Mar
shal Hozalne fortbwith to leayve Mexioo,
whieh be asecordingly did; going to St

Thowas, and frow there commyg to this

country in 1866, avd taking up his

residence in New Jersey. IHere he
jssued his nddress to the Mexican poo.
ple, whieh many of our readers will re-
wember, offering his sorvices, Severnl
weeks sinee, believing that the time hud
come when he could uree his eluims to
anothor term of service ns Chiel Direo,
wor of Mexican affairs, he left Now York
in tho steamer Virginia, istending to
lund at Vern Crug, und, taking advan
tage of the unsettled state of things in
Mexico, to get up a revolution v his
own favor. The sequol is soon  told,
He landed at Vera Cruz on the 4th of
June, but wa: immediately compelled
to re.embark, and the Virginin then
left for the port of Sisal. On renching
that pluce he was seized by tho Libe-
rais, tried by ecourt-martial, nnd scoten-
ced to be shot a8 a traitor to his country,
which sentence has, in all probability-
been carried into effect.—Erie Duily
Dispatch.

BENITO JUAREZ.

[In view of the extreme interest at.
taching to all Mexican newsat present,
we print an excellent sketeh, from the
New Orlenns Times, of Benito Junrez,
the Liberal loader, whose vigor, tenaci-
ty and pluck have prevailed ngainst the
Froeneh, Belgian, and Austrian troops,
and ashieved the fual independence of
the Republio of Mexioo :]

T the years 1852 18581854, and
1855, there lived o this eity, on Baint
Anne street, between Bourbon and
Daupbin, & middle.aged, quict, dark-
complexioned, gentlemanly personage,
who, cither by hiwself or associates,
conducted a small manufactory of eigar.
ettes. A very small, select coterie of
[ricnds knew the Listory of tLis individ-
ual, and cultiveted his society. His
life was that of a student, a close and
sileut observer of men and eveuts, and
his habits were those of great simplicity
nod reserve. He wasn eareful reader
of the newspapers, and to gratily his
curiostiy, a frequent visitor at the edi-
torial sanotum of the old Courier, on
Chartres and Custom.house streets,
when it was conducted by that aminble,
intelligent, and energetic citizen, Ewile
Lia Bere, whom we are happy to meet
frequently on our streets, in well pre.
served vigor and good apirits. There
was o cordinl intimncy subsisting be.
tween Mr. L Sere and his visitor, and
in their conversations they always ems
ployed the familiar appellations of * Km.
ile ' and ¢ Benito.'

Mr. La Sere's friend Benito is the
game gontlemun whom recent, and in
deed previous, éveunts have assigned the
prineipal partin the interesting drama
now being enpacted in Mexzico—Dou
Beuito Juarez, President of the lepub-
lic of Mexico, and the head of the par.
ty and the people who have crushed the
scheme of imperializing that long-deso-
lated and unhappy country.

At the time of his quiet sujourn in
St. Anne street he was an exile and ref-
ugee from his native land, having aban«
doned it to escape the pepalty which
the invariuble but detestible policy of
that )]}:wplc never fails to inflict upon
the ohief of a defeated or minority par-
ty. Attached to the adwisisiration of
Comounlort, uuti]l the downfall o that
chief through the intrigues and partizan
triumphs of Santa Anua, Juarez had
followed the exansple of many other de.
feated chiefs, and found an assylum in
this epuntry. The time of his sojourn
was usefully and industriously smployed
in the study of our institutions nud laws,
so that vn his return to Mexico he was
well prepared to apply tw the admiais.
tration of his own ccuntry a mind stored
with sound republican id h
valuable inlorwation.

There is perhaps no Mexican of po-
sition now in that country who is better
informed in regard to our political and
Jjudicial aystems than Juarez.
