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NEW BOND LOAN.

That President Cloveland, and his
adyisors are not wholly denf to pop-
ular romonstrance i= shown by his
oourss, tanlily tankon, in inviting the
public to take the new bond loan.
He had munde all necessary armnge-
ments with the New York syndicate
to float the bhonds, and allow them a
mngnifloent opportunity for n large
margin of profit, when public opinion
ns to this moethod became so pro-
nounced that he suddenly changed
hi intention, and offeresd them for
popular subscription, It is sugges-
tod that this deference is more ns-
sumed than real, and s only taken
in the expectation that it will fall,
and so afford an opportunity to the
syndicate ns o final resort,

It is the primary duty of the Pre
sident to maintain onr national ore-
dit, and the country is disposed to
render him full support in every
sinpcore effort to that end.

The demand is, that the public
honor shall be nnintained ot any
considerntion, and this may presup-
pose measures which are not wholly
free from objoctions, The country
however, should not, and does not,
while yiolding such support deny
itself the right to except to such
features ns may be obnoxions, and
dotrimental to the public wolfars.
Now when it i implied that this
publio sale is only grantad, that it
may ramove objections to the ac-
coptance of the terms of the syndi-
cate in the end, candor and fairness
domand thatan oxplanation be made.

From the opinions of prominent
statesmen it somns ot least doubitfol
whether the open sale will suocceed.
It does not follow that there is a
lack of confldence, but the methods
employed, and the time may be
factors largely responsible for n
failure.

A popular loan properly timed and
arranged would encountor no difi-
culties, and if this loan is suoccess-
fully taken by the people, it will be
a complete refutation of the former
moethods of this administration, and
if it is not, it will only demonstrate
more fully its incompetency to man-
age public afiairs, It was evident
months ago that some wethod most
be resorted to, in order to protect
the gold reserve, and that no other
way was open than a new loan,
The administration coertainly was
not blind to so0 patent a fact, but it
made no effort. The syndicate
watohful of an opportunity, that it
saw was inevitable, made prepara-
tion, by arranging for the gold,
which the administration passively
allowed to escape from its control,
At the time when it bocame appar.
ent that the goverment was in sore
noed, this combination of Wall street
bankers stood ready to furnish the
necessary gold and take the bonds.
It seemed to them us if they had con-
trol of the market, and could de-
mand the pound of flesh, In the
meantime the administration had
béen supine observers, had made no
offort or attempt (o secure the vo-
operation of other bunkers or cap-
italists or place itself in the position
of being able to oocupy an independ-
ent position, Most mon when thoy
soe dangers ahead begin contriving
some means of escape and are not
satisfied to remain at the mery of
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any one man or seb of men, but Mr,
Cleveland made no appeal to any
other sonre, made no offort to pro-
cure gold in outside marketa, did
nothing but wait antil the oritical
time arrived and then placed him-
self in tho hands of the money sharks.
Housad by the clamor, not only of
the Republican, but his own party
organs, ot the last moment he at-
tompta to retriove his  monumental
blunder, and offers the bonds
for popular subseription. There
i# no real reason why they should
not be taken. The goverment

WITH THE BOERS.

The Wistory of the Il Fateldl Proshoot-
Ing Expedition of the DMeeetor of the
Beitlah Chartared Company Inte the
Territory of the Souith Africen Repubiie.

LOWDON, Jan, 7.—Late dispatohos fram
dohannesburg, Proloria and Cape Town
gvs dotalled aeoounts of Dr. Jameson's
Invaslon of the Tranevnal and the Inttle
with the Doors, in whileh his foroe was de
fonted and eaptiared.
