Curfoun Things Abont a Large and
Profitiubls Filshery,

The sardine fiuhing season boging ear-
Iy In June, and ls successful In places
along the Atlantic const and on Puget
Bound, The const of Norway and Brit.
tany In France, ara the scenes of the
henviest takes, and the grade of sar-
Alnes obtained there 18 suporior,

As soon ax the fAshermeon mnotices
shoals of porpolses or flocks of seagulls
off ahore sall 18 made Immediately, for
the suriline Is thare,

A curlous thing abouwt this kind of |
fishing la that one rarely sees a living
wardine out of the water. The fah
mnke a little squeak when taken from
the water, nand dfe insiantly. Of the
250 ar 00 fshing Boats fAtted out al
Relle I8lé about 200 belong to Palals
and the others to Sauson.

It is in these two ports that the
French fishermen sell thelr flah.  An
ordinary cateh of sardines gives 1o each
hoat from 8000 to 10,000 fzh, and the
price ia regnlated by the gquantity
brought In by the first comers.  Beven
francs a thousand I8 a falr price

Miring the sardineé arason about 300
women and Aty men anxlously awnll
the arrival of the first boats It thats
ares no flah there |s no work for them,
When the news nrrives that the boats
have their wolcome eargoes the women
in their ploturesqud costumes, rush to
the cannery ke n flock of frightened
gherep, and each takes her place In the
great  roori whers the flsh undergo

Horn the sardines are spread vupon
the table and sprinkled with sait. Then
they are cleaned, and when that oper-
atlon te Bnlskind they Are aorted hy littis |
boys and carried Itito another part of
eatablishment, where they nra put in
plekle,

After this the flsh are washed and
placed one by ones, with great care,
upon wire nets, ealled “grilin,’” and
put out to dry In the open alr. If the
woither |e wel or even foggy this op-
eration is impossibie, and theé fish
spotl and become worthless, extept for
fertilizing

The ting In whigh the sardines aro
then packed are carcled to the oiling
room, where the laat maniptlation con-
wlita of Alling them with oll, It §s in
thin part of the establishmént that the
tomato sauce and the spless are placed
In the boxes which glve to the French
praparation of sardines thelr univeraal
