THE YELLOW FEVER.

YESTERDAY! MORTALITY IN NEW ORLEANS,

MEMPHIS AND OTHER POIMTS.

Memphis, Tenn., Nov. 4. The board of
health officially reported four deaths from
yellow fever during the past twenty-fou- r

hours, ending at (to clock The
unuertukers report three additional inter
mcnts of persons who died lieyond the cor-
poration line.

Dr. Jerome Cochran, of Mobile, Col. T.
S Hardin, of New Orleans, members of the
isational Fever Commission, have arrived
and commenced their labors. The other
two members, Bemis, of New Orleans, and
Dr. Howard, of Baltimore, are expected
daily; also Dr. Harris, of New York, presi
dent of the American Public Health Asso
ciation. These scientists will institute a
searching investigation into the cause and
origin ot the epidemic at this point.

have been in the state since last March; my
father came down in January and spent
some time in visiting the country along tho
line of the Transit railroad, and some of
the towns iu the interior of the state, but at
last decided on visiting and settling at
Orange Park. This place is situated on tho
St. John's river, twelve miles up from Jack
sonville. This is the first landing for bouts

going up tho river. Ten months ago there
was only one family here, now there are
from 110' to 120 northern people set
tled here. The best pier ever built
in Florida v(so the river captains
say, is here. It Is 137.1 feet long. There
Is a lino new hotel open the year round; a
factory running, manufacturing Benedict's

patent Florida Palm, a material now being
largely used for mattresses and upholster-

ing purposes; postofuce, daily mails, and
school by a competent teacher. We have
sjso a resident physician and a very One

gentleman In the person of Dr. L. T. Gar-

rett, of Philadelphia. Wo have religious
services every Sunday, besides the darkeys,
when they get tuned up, they have music
and preaching enough for two or three or-

dinary communities. Take It altogether,
foV town w feel quit
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proud of Orange Park. So much for where
live. Now how do we live in the aerni- -

tropics? This summer we have anent a
good share of the time during the pa
month pitying our friends at the North ftr
the hot weather thev hav hail AM that
ime the thermometer ranged from 00 9 to
10 0 ull over the North, while the highest
ioitit reached here has been 91 , and that
mly fur two days.

heat for the past 30 days has been til9,

One delightful feature of a Florida sum

thing to look out on the grand old St. John
and see it perfectly smooth. This breeze
blows from the Atlantic or tire Gulf, and
fans this part of the peninsula, so that a
summer in Florida is made even more than
pleasant. The prevailing winds from May
to October are cither east, south east, or
north east. This cives us an ocjum hnw
coming over live miles of the St. John,
that being its width at this point. The

from the river to the ocean is thirteen
miles. We can get on a steamer at nine
o'clock in the morning, go down to the
mouth of the river, or the bar, as it is called,
spend four hours picnicing, surf-bathin-

etc., and return to the park for supper.
The fruits of Florida at this season consist
of peaches, apricots, grapes, pomegranates,
plums, figs lemons and tarries. The or-on-

crop does not ripen until December,
Away down in the southern counties in tab
State the pineapple matures, and is now
ripe. Vegetables can be had any time, If
you will plant and care for them. To show
the wonderful resources of this soil and cli-

mate, I copy from the Orange Park paper
of May 12th, a list of articles grown there.
Corn, sugar cane, cotton, sweet potatoe.
popcorn, cowpeas, India-Jute- , teapUnts,
peaches, oranges, lemons, figs, bananas,
grapes, persimmons, blackberries, pes,
beans, strawberries, lettuce, radishes, water-melon-

muskmelons, squashes, carrot",
pumpkins, tomatoes, cabbages, onions, beets
turnips, cucumbers, celery, Japan plums,
pecan nuts, black walnuts, hickory nuts,
English walnuts, sage, rice, sweet corn, to-

bacco, castor beans, yellow plums, mulber-
ries, pomegranates and shaddock. Wllh
such a list to draw trom does It not look at
if we could live, even in midsummer? And
I assure you we do, with as much, If not
mere comfort than I experienced duria
the midsummer months at the north. The
principal reason is, we have always cool
nights, so that most of the time it Is ne-

cessary to have woolen covering on the bed.
Often I have received letters from friend,
in the north during the heated term, telling
Of the intense heat 109 or thereabouts
and fearing that we, down here, must be iu
a furnace of fire. Not so, my i lends, the
influence of tho Gulf stream, combined with
the trade winds is what gives us comfort
even in midsummer. One more summer,
such us this has been at the north, and we
shall have to invite our friends to come to
Florida to cool off. It doea not
seem possible for the most remote
Southern State to jkmscss this wonderful
climate, both for a summer as well as a
winter residence, but as a northern lady
spending her first summer in Florida, I can
only say, it is truly delightful and we are
most happily disappointed. Now do not
let any one get an impression that the sua
is not more than warm, it Is hot at midday;
out in the shade or walking under a sun
umbrella, it is not oppressive. Residents
here have 312 days for out-do- work in the
year; they do not expect to do much during
July nnd August, it is not necessary.

About yellow fever, we have no fear of it,
and we do not think of it except when we
read the associated press reports, and physi-ciun- s

agree in saying that It could not exist
here. In this letter I have endeavored to
state facts in relation to this section as I
have found them. What has hurt Florida
more than anything else is the flaw-

ing, gushing descriptions sent north by
traveling correspondents during the
winter season, and I am pleased
to say that wo have found one place not
overdrawn by printer's ink. Mr. Benedict,
tho proprietor, publicly gays that if all that
is claimed iu any of Ids publications con-

cerning Orange Park is not fully realized
by his visitors, and more, too, he will give
them a Iree ticket to the north. We found
everything as represented, and for that rear
son all tho settlers seem to be contented,
and work together In building up the
place.

All the towns on the river are growing
very fast, ami the time is not far distant
when the banks of the St. Johns will be
dotted with orange groves and villas to its
mouth. I have already inflicted too Ions a
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letter uiou your readers, but there it so

much to write about that It seem difficult
to abridge. If this finds a place in Your
columns, and I seo mora of tho state, the
spirit may move mo to ogam direct t Flori-
