ORDINANCE NUMBER THREE

An Ordinanco Establishing Certain Of
flees and Rcgulntlng the Duties
Thereof.
Bo it ordained bv tho Mnyor and

Common Council of the City of Globo:
SECTION I.

The officers of tho City of Globe shall
be a Mayor, City Clerk, City Marshal,
Supervisor of Streets, City Attorney
and such other officers as the Common
Council may from timo to time appoint.
All officers except the Mnyor, City
Clerk, City Marshal and Supervisor .of
Streets shnll hold oflico during the
pleasure of tho Common Council.

section n.
Jn case any office shall become va-

cant through death, resignation, re-

moval from the town or any other rea-

son, the Common Council may, by ap-

pointment, fill such vacancy.
SECTION TIT.

All city officers, whether elected by
tho people or appointed by tho Mayor
or Common Council, shnll, before enter-
ing upon the duties of their office, take
and subscribo tho oath of oflico pre-

scribed by law; each of such officers,
other than the Mayor and mombers of
tho Common Council, shnll, boforo en-

tering upon tho duties of. his office,
give a bond with some surety company
authorized to do business in the Terri-
tory of Arizona as such, for suroty on
such bond, payable to tho said City of
Globo in such sum as is horoinaftor pro-
vided and conditioned for tho fnithful
porformanco of tho duties of his office
as required by law and tho ordinances
and regulations passed and approved by
tho Mayor and Common Council of tho
City of Globe. Should tho bond of any
officer becomo insufficient, ho shall give
such additional security as tho Mayor
and Common Council may roquire, and
upon his failuro so to do at tho time
required or within twenty-fiv- e days
thereafter, his office shall bo declared
vacant and may bo filled by tho Com-

mon Council. Tho premiums of said
bonds shall bo paid by tho City, pro-
vided that no promium shall exceed
one-hal- f of ono per cent per annum.

The amount of said bonds is fixed in
tho following sums, to wit:

City Clerk, Ten Thousand Dollars;
City Attorney, Two Thousand Dol-

lars;
City Marshal, Fivo Thousand Dollnrs;
Supervisor of Streets, Two Thousand

Dollars.

SECTION IV.
Tho Marshal shall perforin tho duties

required of him by the Common Coun-

cil; shnll see that tho by-law- s and or-

dinances of tho City aro observed; shall
arrest any person or persons for violating
any of tho city ordinances nnd take them
bdforo n Justice of tho Peaco in tho
city for trial; he shall make all assess-
ments for taxes and collect all taxes
and licenses of every naturo lovied
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within tho city, except street taxes, and
pay over to tho Treasurer weekly all
moneys recoived by him, taking re-

ceipts therefor; ho shall havo chargo of
tho city calabooso and prisoners con-

fined thorein and shall see that all or-

ders nnd sentences with rofcrenco to
snch, nro fully executed and complied
with; ho shall koep nil tho records of
his oflico in such condition thnt thoy
mny bo inspected by tho Common Coun-

cil nt any time, and shall render an
account to said Common Council month-

ly of tho receipts of his office; ho shall
not receive any perquisites, commis
sions or compensation for his sorviccs
us marshal or tax collector, excopt
as is hereinnftor provided; and shall
porform such othor duties as may bo
lequired of him by tho Common Coun-

cil.
SECTION V.

It shall be tho duty of tho City Clerk
to koep a truo nnd correct record of all
tho business transacted by tho Common
Council; he shall sign as City Clerk and
issue to tho Marshal, license certificates
for all branches of business for which
a licenso may bo required and take his
recoipt therefor; ho shall countersign
all warrants issued by order of the
Miiyor and Common Coun.cil and signed
by the Mayor, and attach thereto the
soal of tho City; he shall notify in

wilting nil persons who mny be, by the
Common Council, declared to be officers
elect. The City Clerk must koep separ-

ately in large, well bound, uniform and
suitablo books, nn Ordinanco Record,
in which shnll be entored all Ordinances
pnssed by the Mayor and Common Coun-

cil of tho City of Globe, and said rec-

ord shall be signed by tho Mayor and
countersigned by the Clerk of said City;
and such othor book or books as he
may deem necessary for tho fulfillmout
of his duties; ho shall report to tho
Mayor and Common Council monthly
nnd. filo n detailed statement of tho re-

ceipts and disbursements of the City
Government and the state of each par-

ticular fund; such monthly reports, veri-

fied by his onth, shall bo filed in his
oflico. At tho end of the fiscal year, ho

shall mnko a full and detailed state
uiont of tho receipts nnd expenditures
of the city during said year, specifying
tho different sources of revenue nnd
tho amount received from each; all
appropriations mado by the Mayor and
Common Council, and the object for
which thoy were made, nnd the amount
of money expended under each; the evi-

dences of indebtedness issued and what
portion remains (hereof outstanding,
with the rato and amount of interest
duo thereon, and the amount of cash on
hand; and shall perform such other du-

ties as may be required of him by the
Common Council.

SECTION VI.

The City Clerk shall bo
Treasurer of' the City of Globe, and as
such City Treasurer it shall be his duty
to receive and safely keep all moneys
that shall como into his hands belonging
to 'the City of Globe, for all of which
he shall give receipts; as soon as he
shall pay any warrant, he shall cancel
the same across its face; and he shall
porform such other duties as may bo re
quired of him by said Mayor and Com-

mon Council.
All money drawn from the City

Treasurer shall be drawn in pursuance
of an order of tho Common Council,
by a warrant signed by the Mayor and
such warrant shall specify for what pur-
pose aud the amount therein specified
is paid.

SECTION VII.
The Supervisor of the Streets shall,

under tho direction of the Mayor and
Common Council, remove obstructions
from tho streets and alleys within the
City of Globe, repair bridges and cul-

verts, and mnko such other needful re-

pairs as such streets may from time to
timo require; ho shall supervise and in
spect all work that may bo directed by
the Common Council in opening, grad-
ing and improving tho public streets
within said city; give or causo to be
given all necessary notices to proporty
owners or others as to any contemplated
opening or improvement of the streets;
ho shnll see that all dead animals and
offensive substances of all classes are
promptly removed from tho city; he
shnll direct as to tho extent and man-
ner of excavations in the streets for
public or private use and shall direct
tho way in which said excavations shall
be mado or the earth replaced therein;
nnd ho shall generally do and perform
all acts and duties that may be directed
by ordinanco or resolution of the
Mnyor and Common Council.

SECTION vnr.
Jt sh.--ll be the duty of tho City At-

torney to act ns tho legal counselor and
advisor of the Common Council and
other city officials; to give his opinion
in writing when required by the Com-

mon Council; to draw all deeds, con-
veyances, contracts, ordinances and
other legal instruments whou required
by tho Common Council; to prosecute
and defend all suit's, actions or causes
where the City is a party; ho shall re-

port to the Council when required, the
condition of any suit or action to which
the City is a party.

SECTION IX.
It shall bo tho duty of the Mayor to

presido at all meetings of tho Common
Council; nil ordinances and resolutions
passed by tho Council shall, nt tho ses-
sion at which tho snmo woro passed,
bo presented to tho Mayor, who shall
roturn tho same to tho Council within
ton days, with his approval or disap-
proval indorsed thereon; if ho fais to
roturn the same within said time, tho
samo shall be considered as approved;
if tho Mayor roturn tho same with his
disapproval, the Council at its next
meeting may by a two-third- s voto of
tho mombors present, pass tho same; he
may, in person or by agents appointed
by him for that purpose, investigate
the affairs of any department of tho
city government and tho official coitduct
of any officer of tho City and report
tho samo to tho Common Council; the
Mayor shall inspect and countersign all
warrants drawn upon tho city treasurer.
Tho Mnyor shall not nbsont himself

jfrom tho city for a greater period than
fifteen days without tho consent of tho
Council.

In tho absonco of tho Mayor, the
mombors of tho Common Council mny
elect ono of their number to presido
over tho meeting as Mayor, pro torn.

SECTION X.
The compensation of the various off-

icers of tho City of Globe is heroby fixed
as follows;

Tho City Clork shall receive a sulnry
of soventy-fiv- o dollars per month.

Tho City Attornoy shall receive a
salary of ono hundred dollnrs per
month, nnd nn allowanco of fifteen
cents por folio for typewriting.

The City Marshnl shnll receivo a sal-

ary of ono hundred and twenty-fiv- e

dollars per month. He may appoint
two deputies at a salary not exceeding

one hundred fivo dollars per month, but
such deputies may be discharged by tho

Common Council nt nny time.
The Supervisor of Streets shall

a salnry of ono hundred and twen-t- v

dollars nor month.
All salaries, unless otherwise ordered,

shall became duo nnd payablo on the
first day of each month.

SECTION XI.
This ordinance shall take effect from
