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ORDINANCE NUMBER EIGHT

An Ordinance to Restrain nml Regulate
tho l.iinning at Largo of Dogs.
Ho it Ordained by tho Mayor and

Common Council of the City of Globo:
ai.CTlON I.

It shall bo unlawful for any dog to
run at largo in any of the streets, alloys,
plaas or public grounds of tho City of
(.lobe unless such dog shall have bocuro-l- y

fastened un, a collar, with a duly
numbered licenso tag issued by tho Su-
pervisor of Streets.

SUCTION TJ.
I.very person desiring to obtain a li-

cense tag shall apply to tho Supervisor
of Streets at his office for such tag aud
it shall bo tho duty of tho Supervisor
of Streets to furnish to every person
so applying a tag upon request and upon
the paymont by said person so applying
of the sum of Olio Dollar for every tag
for a malo dog and threo dollars for
every tag for a female dog, and tho Su
pervisor of Streets shall keep a rcgistor
of tho name of tho person so applying,
the amount paid, tho niimbor of tho tag
issued and tho mx of tho dog for which
said tag is desired.

SKIT I ON nr.
The Supervisor of Streets shall pro

euro and keep in his oi.ico mieh number
of metal tags as may bo necessary and
of such siio and shapo as ho shall deoni
expedient; tho shape of such tag to be
changed each year.

SKCTION IV.
It shnll be tho duty of tho Supervisor

of Streets or any nf the Polico officers
of the City of Globe and each and all
of them when any dog is found looso or
at large upon the streets, alleys, plazas,
parks or public grounds of tho said Gitj
without tho license tag suitable for its
sox and tho current year herein provid
ed for, to immediately capture and so
euro such dog and remove him to a
convoniont place, and unless the owner
of said dog shall within threo days np
pear wilh tho licenso tag for such dog
and identify tho dog, to kill it in as
humane manner as is reasonably possi-
ble.

SECTION V.
It shall bo unlawful for any bitch or

fomnlo dog while in heat to run at large
in any of tho strcots, alloys, plazas, pub-
lic grounds of the City of Globe, wheth-
er such dog shall have a licenso tag or
not. It shall bo tho duty of the Super-
visor of Streets or any of the Police
officers of tho City of Globe and each
and all of tlicin, when any such dog is
found loose or at largo upon the strcots,
alleys, plazas, parks or public grounds
of the said City, to immediately capture
and secure such dog and romovo it to a
convenient plncc and within twenty-fou- r

hours thereafter, to kill said dog ia as
humane a manner as is reasonably pos
siblc unless the ownor thercoi shall ap-

pear and identify and claim such dog.
SKCTION VI.

Any person who allows any dog own-

ed by htm or under his control to run
at largo upon tho strcots, alleys, plazas,
parks or public grounds of the City of
Globe contrary to tho provisions of Sec-

tion X of this ordinance, shall be deem-
ed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon
conviction thereof shall be fined in a
sum not less than five dollars nor more
than fifty dollars and stand committed
to tho jail or calahooso of the City
until tho payment of such fine, not ex-

ceeding thirty days, or shall be con-

fined at hard labor upon the strcots or
public works of the City for a poriod
not exceeding thirty days.

SECTION VII.
This Ordinnnco shall be in forco from

and after its passage.

ORDINANCE NUMBER NINE

An Ordinance Declaring Public Nuis
ancos, Providing for the Abatement
Thereof and Imposing Penalties for
tho Creation, Continuance- or Suffer-

ing of Nuisances to Exist.
Re it Ordained by tho Mayor and

Common Council of tho City of (Hobo:

SECTION I.
Anything which is injurious to health

or indecent or offensivo to tho senses or
uliinli iliuriiiii th ii frnn npe of nroncrtv
or which interferes with tho comfort- -

able enjoyment of life or tho proporty
by an ontiro community or neighbor-
hood or by any considerable numbor of
porsons, or which unlawfully obstructs
tho free passage or uso in a customary
manner of any water course, public
place, strcot, sidewalk, alloy or highway
iu tho City of Globo, is a public nuis- -

n..n. All nTncintu TiriviOS mill

cesspools within said city which aro or

shall bo pormutcu 10 uccomo or rviuum
in an unwholcsomo or offensivo condi-

tion on account of tho want or insuff-

icient uso of proper disinfectants or
from any other reason whatever and all
filthy rcf uso,' polluted wator, garbage or

other oflensivo matter or thing whatso-

ever wherovor the same shall bo or exist
within said city which causes any un-

wholesome or offensive smell or cflluvin
to generato or unwholcsomo condition to

exist, are each and all public nuisances.

SECTION II.
It shall bo tho duty of all porsons

who create, continue or suffor any pub-

lic nuisance to exist, to immediately
abato and romovo tho same upon tho

complaint of any cition or when direct-
ed so to do by tho City Marshal, any
policeman, supervisor of strcots or any
of their deputies or assistants and fail-

ure so to do after such complaint or
direction may bo given in evidenco
against such person or porbons in ag-

gravation of the offense in nny crim-

inal action or proceeding whore tho of-fon-

charged is tho creation, continu-
ance or sufforing to exist a public nuis-nnc- o

in violation of tho provisions of
this ordinance

SECTION in.
It shall lb lawful for the City Mar- -

shal, his deputy or deputies, any police-
man, tho supervisor of stroots or any
of his assistants at any time to enter
upon the lands and premises whereon
auy public nuisance shall bo or exist,
whuthor tho lauds and promises bo pub
lic or private and to abate aud remove
such nuisance, using such forco as may
or shall bo necessary in the promises.

SECTION IV.
Every person, firm, association or cor-

poration who either creates, continues
or suffers a public uuisauco to exist,
shall bo guilty of a misdomonnor and
upon conviction thereof shall bo pun-
ished by a fine of not less than Twenty
Dollars nor more than Tliroo Ilundrcd
Dollars and shall stand committed to
tho jail or calabooso of the City until
payment of such fino, not exceeding
three months, or be confined at hard
labor upon the stroots and public works
of said City for a poriod not exceeding
thiee months.

SECTION V.
This ordinance shall take effect and

bo in forco from aud after its passage.

ORDINANCE NUMBER TEN

An Ordinance Establishing a Pound in
tho City of Globo and Prescribing
tho Rules nml Regulations for the
Muintonnuco Thereof.
Do it oidnined by tho Mayor and

Common Council of tho City of Globe:
SECTION I.

Tho Supervisor of Stroots is horobv
constituted jHiuiidmnstor for tho City
nt Globe.

v SECTION II.
TheNuouiidmnHtflr shall have tho right

to appoint such deputies of inaturo ago
aud discretion as ho may deem neces-
sary for the proper carrying on of his.
business as poundinnster, but iu no caso
shall tho City bo liable for any charges
or compensation of nny nature to bo
paid to said deputies oxcopt as hornin
provided, and nny nrrangemont for sal-
ary, fees or compensation mado by tho
poundinnster except ns herein provided
shall be a personal charge against him
and not against the City.

SECTION III.
It shall be tho duty of tho poundmas-to- r

and his deputies to take up aud
impound all animals found nt large,
straying, wandering or running loose, or
not in charge of or under tho enro or
control of sonm person or persons in
the strcots, alleys, or other public places
or vacant and unincloscd lots iu the
City of Globe except dogs upon which
tho City licenso has been paid and wear-
ing a metal tag as provided in Ordin-
ance No. XIII.

SECTION IV.
If tho owner of any impounded ani-

mal oxcept dogs shall bo known to the
poundmaster and shall resido or hnvo
a known plncc of business in tho City
of Globe, tho poundmastor shall notify
the owner of such animal personally or
by letter through the post-oflic- o within
twenty-fou- r hours after such animal
shall liavo been taken up and impound-cd- .

SECTION V.
The pouiulniastcr shall within twenty-fou- r

hours after the taking up and im
pouiidiug of any animal oxcept a dog,
make a written report to tho City Clerk,
stating the kind of animal and describ-
ing it by color or otherwise or by any
marks or brands that may bo on it and
when it was taken up and impounded,
and such report shall bo kept open for
public inspection for thirty days after
it is filed.

SECTION VI.
The poundinnster shall keep all ani-

mals taken up and impounded by him
or his deputy in a safe, convenient and
coinfortnblo place within tho City lim-

its, and shall keep such animals con-

stantly supplied with water to drink,
and shall feed such animals at least
once every twenty-fou- r hours and treat
them in a humane, manner during tho
time such animals may be impounded,
which shall not bo less than five days
unless sooner claimed by the owner
thereof, except dogs, which shall be kept
for three days or twenty-fou-r hours

tho provisions of Sections IV
and V of Ordinance No. VIIL

SECTION VII.
All dogs taken up and impounded

aliall bo governed by the provisions of
6tdinanco No. VIII, and if such dog
slii'll bo killed ns provided in said or-

dinance tho body shnll bo removed nt
least ono milo from tho City limits and
two hundred yards from nny residence
or traveled road, and Micro buried, and
tho Suijcrvisor of Strcots shall report
tho uuiii'ier of dogs so killed and re-

moved under his supervision nt least
onco a mouth to tho City Clerk. The
poiiudmnstor shall bo paid by tho City
of Globo tho sum of Fifty conts for
each and every dog so killed and re
moved by him and shall also bo al-

lowed all othor fees and charges given
him by this ordinnnco to bo collected
by him from tho owner or owners of
tho animals taken up and impounded
who may claim tho samo or to bo re-

tained by him from the proceods of tho
sale of such animals at public auction.

SECTION VIII.
If tho owner or owners of any dog

taken up or impounded undor this Or-

dinance shnll within threo days or
twenty-fou- r hours ns the caso may bo
according to tho provisions of Ordin-

ance Numbor Vm, or the owner of
any animal othor than a dog shall
within fivo days after such have been
tnkon up and impounded, apply to the
poundmaster and pay him the fees and
charges provided by this or any othor
ordinance; then tho poundmaster shall
deliver such animal to tho ownor or
owners theroof.

SECTION IX.
All animals other than dogs taken up

and impounded under tho' provisions of
this ordinnnco which shall not have
boon claimed and tho fees and charges
thereon ns hereinafter provided been
paid to tho poundmaster by tho ownor
or owners within fivo days shall, as soon
thereafter as may bo convenient, bo sold
by tho poundinnster at public auction in
front of tho City Hall in said City of
Globe to tho highest cash biddor be-

tween tho hours of nine and cloven
o'clock A. M., and ho shall retain from
the proceeds of tho sale of such animal
tho fees and charges hereinafter allowed
to him and shall immediately pay 'to
tho City Clork any balance remaining
after deducting each fees and charges,
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which said balanco shall bo paid to tho
ownor of said animal or animals if ho
appoar and claim tho samo within thirty
days after said snlo, and if not, thon
said balanco shall bo paid into tho gon-or-

fund of tho City; tho poundmaster
shall execute a bill of snlo over his
official signature in favor of tho pur-
chaser of such animal or animals, de-

scribing the animal, the date on which
same was taken up or impounded and
tho date nnd price for which the same
was sold.

SECTION X.
Tho poundmaster shall bo allowed his

fees and shall be entitled to colloct from
tho owners of animals tnkon up aud
impounded aud claimed by tho ownor or
ownors thorcof boforo delivering such
nniinal, tho sum of one dollar for every
animal not a dog so takon up, and in
udditiou thereto for tho taking caro of,
watering und feeding any impounded
animal, fifty conts per day for each dog
and ono dollar por day for each othor
animal; ho shall bo allowed and be en-

titled to retain from the proceeds of
tho snlo of any impounded animal sold
by him nt public auction tho samo fee
and charge as if sucii animal had boon
claimed und the fees and charges had
boon paid by the owner theroof, and in
addition thoroto ten per cent of the
gross amount of the proceeds of such
sale.

SECTION XI.
It shall bo unlawful for any person

to in nny manner iuterfero with, im-

pede, provont or attempt to interfere
with, impede or obstruct or intimidate
the poundmaster of tho City of Globe
or any of his deputies in tho discharge
of their duties as hereinbofore sot forth
in Inking up or attempting to take up
and impound nny and all animals which
it shall bo his duty to impound undor
tho provisions of this or any other or-

dinance or who shall rescue or attmopt
to rescue any nniinal so takon up by
tho poundinastcr or his deputies or to
reloaso any animal so impounded.

SECTION XII.
Ai.y person violating any of tho pro-

visions of thij oiuuinuco .shall bo deem-
ed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon
conviction thereof shnll bo punished by
a fine not exceeding fifty dollars Or be
imprisoned in the jail or calabooso of
tho City not loss than fivo nor more
thnn thirty days or by both such fino
and imprisonment.
