RATE OF TEN FEET AN HOUR

A machine which is expected to revo-
lutianize the driving .of taunels for
either mining or railroad construction
is the drilling machine of the Utab
Karns Tunneling Machine compuuy of
Sult Lake City, the president of which
is n brother of (ieorge Beleher of this
eity., Speaking of what the machine
will accomplish and what it consists
of the Salt Lnke Tribune says:

The dotnils of the machine now ba-
ing assembled in Cleveland are very
intoresting, and the machine is the larg-
est ever attempted by the company. It
is anticipated most confidently that it
will be more suceessful than the smaller
machines heretofore tried, owing to the
grenter clearance. This will enable the,
muck to be disposed of more readily,
relieving  the wheel from pushing
agninst its own work already accom-
plished. The wheol is eighteen feet in
diameter.  Its weight is twenty-three
tons, the shaft weighs thirty tons, the
earringe sixty tous, and the cutters
weigh four tons. The total weight of

five freight ears to transport it from
the faetory to the mountain which it
is to pierce.

There anre 160 sets of entters on the
wheel and the pumber of drill points
equals 4,000, Tt will take 14,000 cubie
feet of free air per minnte to operate
this machine, requiring boilers sufficient
to generate 1,200 horse power. The
machine will strike a 65,000-pound blow,
having an eight-ineh stroke, with 150
strokes per minute. The wheel, weigh-
ing twenty-three tons, and the shaft,
weighing thirty tons, of which the rapid
action is required, is ball-bearing, dis-
tributed s follows: Under the rim of
the wheel there uee forty six-ineh balls,
cach riding on seventyfive one-inch
balls, and in the carringe there are
twenty-eight six-ineh balls, fourteen be-
ing in the front of the ecarringe and
fourteen in the rear. The distribution
of woight allows only fifty-four pounds
pressure on ench of the one-inch balls,
which has a eapacity of sixty tons of
dend weight before breaking.
