Alleged Riot Caso

During the calling lof tho calendar
there were several important rulings by
Judge Nave, the most notable of which
was that in tho caso of Guthrie, Temme,
Houston and Bayless, indicted by the
last grand jury for riot in tho attempt
to Ivnch tho negro murderer Baldwin.
The demurrer to the indictment made
at the timo it was returned was taken
under advisement by Judge .Navo and
yesterday ho announced that it was
overruled. Tho four defendants wore
immediately arraigned and each entered
a plea of not guilty. T. E. Flannigan
was entered as attorney for tho defenso
with F. ('. Jacobs and tho trial was sot
for next Monday.

In the caso of tho Territory against
the Mayor of Globe ot al., the famous
incorporation busting case, a demurrer
by George It.

P.residont Cafhoun tonight issued the
following stntomont:

"Tho United Bailroads hopes that all
its former omployoos will roport tomor
row morning. It recognizes that, undor
tho direction of the car men's union,
it will roquiro sonio courngo for its
morabors to roturn to work. Those who
do not, roport by 8 o'clock will bo dig'

chnrgcfl from tho sorvico of tho com-

pany. Ofiicials of tho company have
only tho kindest feelings for employees
and will cordially wclcomo thoir ro-

turn. Tho oxnet status is that tho
union has of its motion severed rela-
tions with tho company. It did this
with full knowlcdgo that this soparaticn
would bo permanent. Matters in con-
troversy involved no union principle
whatovor, but moro a question of busi-

ness adjustment based on what was
fair and equitable. Membors of the
union had a perfect right not to work
for tho company and tho company a per-

fect right to employ whomsoever it
plcnscs.

"The company hopes it will moot
with tho assistance of all citizens in
tho effort to full service
upon its lines.

"Tho compnny will seek to avoid
strife and will do nothing to create
a breach of tho pcaqe. It hns the right
to expect full protection from city nd
state authorities."

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., May 0. The
following statement was handed out by
President Cornelius of the car mon's
unions tonight;

"If there is any doubt in the minds
of the people of San Francisco as to
whero tho responsibility for tho present
tieup of. street car traffic lies, wo are
confidont that tho latest inflammatory
utterances of Patrick Calhoun will sot
doubt nt rest."

Quiet Day In 'Frisco
SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., May C Tho

day passed quietly with practically no
change in cither the car men's, iron
workers' or telephone strikes, and two
or three cars hauling provisions nnd
other commissary supplies between tho
car barns were run over somo lines of
tho United Railroads. Boyond hooting
and jeering along tho routes traveled by
the cars, no demonstrations wcro mado.

It is generally understood that tho
first attempt to run cars will bo made
tomorrow. President Calhoun would
not mako known his plans but issued
a statement tonight indicatlvo of his
intention to start out somo cars tomor-
row. Ho admitted to tho Associated
Press that ho anticipated trouble, but
expressed tho opinion that it will be
of short duration. The company is said
to have strikebreakers ready to tako
out tho cars. .Mayor Schmitz issued a
statement thnt ho will not placo police-
men on cars and that police woujd bo
used only to preserve order.

FATAL TO THREE

Many Injured, Property and
Crops Damaged by Storm in

Northern Part of State,

SEVERAL VILLAGES '
' WIPED OFF THE MAP

Reports Coming in Last Night
Are Meager Owing to Crip-

pled Condition of Telephone
and Telegraph Wires,

By Associated Press.
FORT WORTH, Texas, May C A

storm of wind and rain which was gen-

eral throughout a considerable area in
northern Tcxns and which in somo
places assumed tho proportions of a tor-

nado, according to meager reports re-

ceived tonight, resulted in tho loss of
at least thrco lives, tho injury of many
persons and great damage to property
and crops.

Several villages wero wiped out, but
because of tho prostration of both tele-

graph and tolephono wires details are
almost impossible to obtain. Prom a
report from ono of tho largest villages
in Lamar county, twenty miles from
Paris, tho storm passed northeast, cut-

ting a path about ono hundred yords
wide. At Halcsboro, in Red Itivcr
county, tho wife and child of Andrew
Bell were hurt.

Tho village of Antioch was practic-
ally destroyed. Crops in tho path of
tho storm wcro completely destroyed.
The vlllago of Birdwright was des-

troyed and it is" known that at least ono
death occurred there.

FORMALLY OPENS

Judge Wood Decides Tomor
row if Defense Should Have
Bill of Particulars,

Affrs. RICHARDSON AND

DARROW IN STRONG PLEA

Defense Wants to Know What
jhe Prosecution Has Up Its
Sleeve to Avoid Surprise Ev-

idence Being' Introduced,

BOISE, Idaho, May O.Judge Fro-mo-

Wood will on Wednesday decide
if on the evo of trinl W. A. Hnywood
is entitled to receive at the bands of
the stato a bill of particulars, specify-

ing tho overt acts charged against him.
Tho motion of tho defendant for tho
disclosure of the case of tho state was
argued today and at the conclusion of

the discussion tho court announced that
it would mako its decision at the time

stated.
The prisoner wns brought into court

for the argument and of counsel for
the dofense, both Frank Richardson of
Denver and Clarence Darrow of Chi-

cago plead in his behalf. Senator Bo-

rah alone spoke in behalf of tho state.
Tho discussion was characterized at

times by deep feeling and dramatic
intensity. Mr. Richardson, who opened
the argument, contended that the in-

dictment was lacking in particularity, it
left the 'defendants in tho dark as to
tho nature of tho case to be presented
against them, and said defendants wcro
entitled to a more specific showing in
tho case. He submitted an extended
brief citing a great number of author-
ities and precedents in favor of his con-

tention.
Bon.h Replies

Borah replying dwlarcd that tho de-

fense was seeking disclosure of proof
in the hands of the jBtatc, rather than
moro perfect pleadings. Ho asserted
that tho reports contained no single
authority that wouldsupport such a con-

tention.
Darrow, who claied the argument,

began by saying it was the purpose of
the defense to at tins time secure tho
disclosure pf evidence in the hands of
tho prosecution and asked why tho do
fenso was not entitled to such bIiow
ing. Ho made spirited attack upon the
attitude of the prosecution toward tho
witnesses and the evidence, describing
it as mysterious, unfair and unjust. He
assorted the only question involved was
one of fairness and justice to tho ac-

cused. Ho laid stress on tho difficulty
of securing testimony from distant
points and tho danger to tho defense
of "surprise" testimony. He impas-sinatcl- y

asserted that the rights of the
prisoners wcro as much in tho hands of
tho prosecution ns in the keeping of tho
defense.

Defense Not Ready
In answer to Judge Wood, Darrow

said tho defense was not ready to go
to trial, but Richardson interrupted him
to make a qualification that tho defense
was as ready as it could over bo in cir-

cumstances where tho case of tho state
was withheld from it. He said that in
all other respects tho defense was ready.

Richardson responded briefly to tho
nrgument of Borah, said counsel for the
stato mado no distinction in his argu-

ments between overt acts which tho
state would seek to show against the
prisoners and tho evidenco by which
it would seek to show commission of the
alleged overt acts. Defenso wished to
know what overt acts were.

Borah closed tho discussion with a
spirited speech in which ho demanded
secrecy in obtaining witnesses, instanc-
ing tho loss of two witnesses in Colo

rado yesterday. He disavowed a de-

sire for any man's blood unjustly, but
avowed tho purposo of tho stato to do
Its duty.

WITH GUATEMALA

Refusal to. Surrender General
Lima Leads to Severance ,of

Diplomatic Relations,

INSULT MORE THAN

DIAZ COULD BROOK

Invasion by Irresponsible Par-

ties May Terminate in War
Between Two Countries-St-ate's

Course Is Upheld.

WASHINGTON, May C Although

actual news of the severance of diplo-

matic relations between Guatemala and
Mexico has not reached here, officers

havo no doubt that Mexico took such
action today that will result in giving
to tho Guatemalan minister in Mexico
his passports for withdrawal. The
American minister in Guatemala is now
preparing to return homo and tho Amer-
ican cbargo d'affaires, Philip Brown,
secretary of the legation, has been in-

structed to look after Mexico's interest
nt the Guatemala capital.

Ambassador Creel of Mexico has been
in hourly anticipation of a message
'from his government informing him
that tho break has occurred. He was
advised that Guatemala had denied the
request for the surrender of General
Lima, who was suspected of being im-

plicated in the murder, in Mexico, of
former President Barillas of Guatemala,
and thero is no alternative but for
Mexico to consider the refusal as an
insult necessitating tho discontinuance
of relations between the two countries.
Tho break was to tako place today and
the absence of a message announcing
it does not mean that it has not oc-

curred.
No Chance for Settlement

Tho state department has received
numerous messages from Minister Lee,
who was about to leave for the United
States on account of the illness of Sec-

retary Brown. These dispatches con-

firm tho information received from dip-

lomatic representatives at Washington
that thero was no possibility of Mexico
and Guatemala arranging the contro-

versy over the demand for the extra
dition of General Lima.

Tho diplomatic rupture does not mean
war, although, the fact ,that. the coutjr
tries adjoin causes anxietyV" There may'"
be at any tmio invasions, by irrespon-

sible bands and doubtless trouble would
result that might easily end in' decla-

rations of hostilities.
Dr. Herrcra, Guatemalan minister,

who conferred with Assistant Secretary
Bacon today concerning the situation,
said he hoped thero would be a settle-

ment soon. Ho declared that under the
treaty between Mexico and Guatemala
ono country had no right to demand
the surrender of a citizen o f tho other.
The extradition treaty was intended for
the surrender of a fugitive from his
own country, but in the ca.se of General
Lima extradition-coul- d toe expected only
as an act of courtesy. Dr. Hcrrera be-

lieves also that if President Cabrera
should be disposed to surrender General
Lima, Guatemalan courts would hold
that there is no authority in law for
such action.
