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A Lesson from Butte
Fow merchants need any education

in tho vnluo of ndvortising. Givon
ovory othro olemont of success in busi-
ness, it is nbsolutoly true thnt in these
days no business can succeod without
ndvortising, mul if it is done skilfully,
ns most ndvortising is done nowndays,
monoy spont in advertising is money
profitably invested, certain of a sub-

stantial roturn upon tho investment.
Yet probably few people roalizo to

what a largo extent advertising enters
into modern business successes. It is
no coincidence thnt the shops and busi-
ness enterprises that produco tho
greatest financial success aro tho
greatest ndvortlsors. It is tho rotation
botweon cnuso and effect.

Tho morchants of Butte, Mont., had
a littlo experience nlong this lino re
cently that was of great vnluo to them,
and that will doubtless provo of grcnt
vnluo to others.

Thoro was n nowspnper strike on in
that city, and for n timo tho nowspn-por- a

disappeared altogether. Not a sin-gl- o

daily paper was issued in Butto or
Annconda for several months. The mer-
chants had beon "libornl and judicious
advortisors in tho Butto and Anaconda
newspapers, and when this medium of
reaching tho public failed them, they
tried other ways of advertising. Somo
of thorn rather liked tho idea, becauso
tho now ways of advertising were
chcapor, or rnthcr they soomed cheaper.

Thoy put their advertisements on tho
billboards, scattered frooly over tho city
na thoy are over most cities. They were
mndo ns striking ns possiblo rind they
wore changed frequently. In addition
tho morchnnts got out dodgors and
hntulliills and sought to interest the
public in tholr bargains in that manner.
With billboards in cvory" block, and
with hnudbills distributed so copiously
that thoy littered tho streets, tho

got a pretty good circula-
tion, and probably ovory citizen of
Butto that was nblo to road had his at-

tention called to tho waros that were
being advertised.

Yet business fell off on every hand.
In ninny instances merchants suffered
losses of 20 por cent in bi'sincss, and
instances woro not rare whore tho o

amounted to 50 per cent. Even
tho theaters lost 50 por cont of thoir
patronage.

Tho morchants woro unanimous in as-
cribing this loss of business to tho fact
that they had no nowspupcrs in which
to plnco tholr advertising. Tho les-
son not only showed the. inefiicioncy of
billbonrd advertising, but it showed the
necessity of nowspapor advertising in
the conduct of a modern business enter-
prise.

It may well bo imagined thnt when
tho newspapers started up again, as
thoy did recently, tho merchants of
Butto lost no timo in resuming their old
lino of advertising which had meant
so much moro to them than they had
ever dreamed. Duluth Herald.
