kdont'ti order all tho ofliccra had been
taken to the old Willnrd hotel.

"1 sympathized very strongly with
tho south," tho speaker smiled, "and
many of iliy friends wore fighting on
that tside, so my husband and 1 hurried
down to the AVillnrd, thinking we might
find somo friends among tho prisoners
and bo of assistance to them.

"Wo stayed but a short time at the
hotel, and then walked over toward tho
Whito House. Muny people were go-

ing in that direction and when wo ar-

rived thoro were homo regimonts march-
ing past with bands playing aud colors
(lying, and tho air wns filled with enthu-
siasm and subdued excitement.

"Very shortly after our arrival Pres-
ident Lincoln enmo to ono of tho front
windows and addressed tho soldiers and
tho crowd.

"I can novor forgot that tall, spnro
form, and tlio wonderful benign face
as I saw it then," tho speaker's voice
trembled; "in less than twenty-fou- r

hours Lincoln was dead.
"T did not hear all of his address,

as tho crowd was noisy, but tho son-tonc- o

" 'Now lot the band play "Dixio";
