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President Scores Rev. Long and Throws

It into Others Who Writo Naturo
Stories Advises Courso of Barnyard
Study for Thoso 'Ho Roasts.

Tho "nature fakers" have oneo more

come liiuler tho Are of President looe-velt- .

Ho discharges a whole broatlsitlo
of criticism and. ridicule against them
in an article written by his own hand,
in tho September number of every-
body's Magazine.

"Naturo Fakers" such is tho sim-

ple title of the contribution, which con-

stitutes as vigorously expressed a hit of
censure as the president has penned for
some time. Particular attention is paid
to Kov. William .1. Long as a prominent
"faker," tho clergyman being scored
decisively. President Uoosevelt advises
a courso of barnyard study for tho "fa
kers" who "make such startling dis-

coveries in the wilderness," it being
pointed out that such a courso would
hae a ery enlightening iutluence on
them.

Upheld by Naturalists
In tho same number of Everybody's

though separate from the president's
artiele, is u symposium of opinions of
eminent working naturalists on tho "fa
ker" question. Without exception tho
scientists who are quoted uphold the
position which the president took when
lie attacked tho "fakers" in tho early
summer.

"The modern 'naturo faker' is, of
course," writes President llooscvolt,
an object of derision to every scientist
worthy of tho name, to every real lover
of the wilderness, to every faunal natur-
alist, to every tmo hunter or naturo
lover. But it is evident that ho com-

pletely deceives many good peoplo who
nro wholly ignorant of wild life. Somo-time- s

he draws on his own imagination
for his fictions; sometimes ho gets them
second-han- d from irresponsible guides,
or trappers, or Indians."

Compliments to Long
Turning to Mr. Long individually, tho

president hits out in this fashion:
"Of all theso 'naturo fakers' the

most reckless and least respousiblo is
Mr. Long; but thero are others who run
him eloso in tho 'yellow journalism of
the woods,' as John Durroughs has aptly
called it.

"Thero is no need of discussing their
theories; the point is that their alleged
facts' are not facts at all, but fancies.

Their most striking stories are not
merely distortions of facts, but puro
inventions; and not only aro they inven-

tions, but they are inventions by men
who know so littlo of the subject con-

cerning which they write, and who to
ignorance add such utter recklessness,
that they nro not even nblo to distin-
guish between what is possible, however
wildly improbable, and mechanical im-

possibilities.
"He it remembered that I am not

speaking of ordinary mistakes, of or-

dinary errors of observation, of differ
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ences of interpretation and opinion. I
am dealing only with deliberate inven-
tion, deliberate pcrvorsion of facts;"

After this intimation that tho "fa-kern- "

aro eligible to tlie Annnlns club,
President Uoosevelt considers story lif-

ter story of tho "fakers."
Need Barnyard Study

Later ho makes the suggestion for a
courso of barnyard research as fol-

lows;
"If the writers who j .o such start-

ling discoveries in the wilderness would
really study oven tho denizens of the
barnyard they would bo saved from at
least some of their most salient mis-

takes. Their stories dwell too much on
'teaching' of tho young animals by
their elders and bettors. In ono story,
for instanco, a wild duck is described
as 'teaching' her young how to swim
and get their food. If this writer had
strolled into the nearest barnyard eon
taining a hen which had hatched out
ducklings, a glance at the actions of
thoso ducklings when the lion happened
to lead them near a puddle would have
enlightened him as to how much 'teach
ing' they needed. Hut these writers
exercise the same llorid imagination
when they deal with a robin or a rab-
bit as when they describe a bear, a
moose or a salmon. Their
books carry their own refutation, and
atlidavits in support of tho statements
thoy contain aro as worthless as tho
similar atlidavits once solemnly issued
to show that tho Cardiff 'giant' was
a petrified man. Thoro is
now no more excuse for being deceived
by their stories than for being still in
doubt about tho silly Cardiff hoax."

Hysteria in Cats

In theso conditions theso animals tire
uneasy and scared and hido themselves,
or spring at everything they como
across, biting, scratching, rolling on the
ground, with clenched jaws and foam-
ing at the mouth, while limbs nro
racked with nervous convulsive move-
ments. Tho attack docs not last long
and is followed by a longer or shorter
period of stupefaction or depression, af-

ter which tho animal returns to its nor
ninl condition. These attacks frighten
peoplo in tho neighborhood of tho ani-

mal and cause them to fear an attack
of rabies. Thus, a great number of cats
are destroyed for this cause, although
they are not suffering from rabies,
Itevuo Veterinaire.

SWITCHMEN REPLACED

Brotherhood of Trainmen Roplaccs the
Mon Who Walked Out In

Tucson

The walkout of switchmen in the
Tucson yards of tho Southern Pacific
has not lesulled in any further trouble
to tho company than n few hours delay
in tho movements of cars until now men
coudl bo procured to taku tho places of
thoso who quit. A number of men were
sent out from LI Paso last night on
the California Mail and it is now
thought that no further trouble will be
had in securing yard men, says the El
Paso Herald.

Thoro has been no evidence of a dis-

turbance around tho Tucson yards and
most of thu men who demanded their
time Sunday night have drawn their
money and left for otlior division points.
Tho company rofusod to listen to the
demands of tho men that thoy bo given
time for lunch on company pay, and as
thoy refused to work under tho now rule
that thoy would bo paid only for the
timo that thoy worked, the switchmen
quit and walked out in a body.

Traveling Engineer Sliolly of tho Tuc-

son division of the Southern Pacille ar
rived this morning from Tucson and
stated that the company was experienc-
ing no difliculty hefnuso of the walkout
of switchmen and that thoy had all of
tho ongines in 'the yaids working with
full crows.

The strikers aro members of the
Brotherhood of Hallway Trainman,
which has replaced them with new mon.
Thoy did not belong to the now switch-
men's union.

OBTAINS CANAL LANDS

Government Gradually Getting Titles
Through Isthmiam Commission

Gradually the government of the
United States, through the Isthmian
canal commission, is obtaining titlo to
all tho lands it needs in the canal zone
ceded by tho Panama government for
canal purposes.

Some of these tracts were in the
hnnds of private pailiqs w'hon the grant
was mado, and negotiations with them
or other proceedings have boon neces-
sary to secure title. In some instances
this has been accomplished without any
great difliculty and at almost nominal
price, but in others tho commission of
arbitration appointed for that purpose
has not been so fortunate. In ono caso
tho owners were insistent in asking a
price a scoro or more times greater than
the commission was willing to give.

During tho recent meeting of tho ar-

bitration commission an agreement was
reached on the price to be paid to the
owners for threo islands in Panama
bay, and for tho improvements now
there.

They also agreed on tho amount to bo
paid to certain prpperty owners in Pan-
ama who had claims ponding for dam-
ages done by a big firo which swept the
city several years ago, and which, it
was asserted on behalf of the claim-
ants, originated from work being done
by the American authorities in cleaning
up tho city.

In other cases tho commissioners have
failed to reach an agreement as to the
prico to bo paid for certain property
wanted, and theso will bo referred to
an umpire, unless through private nego-
tiations a settlement can be reached.

WASTE OP THE WEALTHY

Somo Reflections on tho Useless Splen-

dor at Newport

Of all the appalling waste of wealth
at Nowjort, there is npnc moro inex-plicabl- o

to the outside world than the
leaving idle of tho enormous cstaldish-ment- s

that cost millions to build and
millions more to keep up. Somo of these
palaces have .surrounding lawns and gar-
dens covering ten acres; but most of
them lio close together in bewildering
succession. Tn Kuropo such magnificent
structures would each own a spacious
park of many hundred acres. The Now-po- rt

villa is built, however, but purely
for show. It is a strange setting, gor
geous surely, but suggesting nuithor so-
lidity nor permanence.

One is surrounded by n treo-covere- d

wall, which cost over $100,000. It is
empty; tho owner is away in Europe.
That white marblo palace, a Vander-liilt'- u

residence, is also unoccupied.
There's "Tho Breakers," also owned

by tho Vanderbilts, tho maintenance of
which costs a half million dollars a
season. And the Berwind villa, tho
garden of which cost hundreds of thou-
sands, and yet so displeased its mistress
that she turned it over to her servants,
and will not enter it, is also idle.

You note splendid trees in somo of
thoynrds. Thoy "have been transplanted
most of them, from many miles inland.
That beautiful tree, with tho L'reat
trunk and spreading branches, was
hnuled thirty miles by fifteen horses,
with many tons of earth clinging to ,its
roots, its romovnl cost nearly a thou-
sand dollars. But that is a mcro item
in tho sum tptal of Nowport extrava-
gances.
