A MOUTHPIECE OF BRASS

Sovoral weeks ago an alleged news-

paper was started in Globe, which was

purported to bo tho oflleinl organ of

tho wage workers of this district at
least, that was the nrgumont used by its
promoters in soliciting advertising from

local merchants, who wero told that
several thousand "dinnor pails," wore

behind the paper. Threo regular issues

of tho paper liavo been produced and
the dinnor pails may still bo behind

tho enterprise, but tho men who carry
thorn "got wiso" early in tho game, al-

though many of thorn wero "noxt" bo-for- o

the paper started. In formor times

it was a pretty good graft for an un-

scrupulous man who could splatter ink

to exploit tho wage worker for his own

gain, but tho time has passed when tho

laboring man can be fooled by columns

of senseless ravings, blackguardism and
unrestricted use of billingsgate. The

working man of today knows when ho

is being exploited and when a man pats
him on the back ho squints around to see

what tho patter has in his other hand.
Of course, "a man's a man," as Bobby

Burns wisely said, and, whether ho be

capitalist or wage earner, ho is liable
to bo fooled, but after ono or two ex-

periences, it takes a pretty smooth

grafter to take him in.
Realizing that tho causo for which

they nro striving was being used for tho
