No better testimonial of tho offlciency

of the employees of the United States
treasury department could bo given

than that which enmo to Bisboo yester-

day in tho form of a packet containing
$1,800, nddrcssoil to M. J. Cunningham,

cashier of tho Dank of Bisbco for the
account of a German woman, who had
a large amount of money in her home
on Chihuahua hill at tho time of the
big ilro in the form of currency, wh"ieh

was reduced to charrod embers, says the
Bisbee Review.

On tho dny of tho big fire tho woman,
a widow, appeared at tho Bank of Bis-

bee, followed by two small children,
and carrying in her hand a plate on
which was heaped up some burned pa-p-

money. Going to Mr. Cunningham,
tho woman, botweon sobs, explained
that sho had $1,3G0 in currency and
$70 in gold coin hidden away in her
house, tho savings of n lifetime, and
that all thnt remained of tho pnpor
money was the ashes in tho plate.

The banker looked at the embers and
was unable to find anything that

a piece of paper money. He
told tho woman, however, thnt ho would
tako tho .matter up with tho authorities
at Washington and sco what could be
done. Ho did so, and received a reply
telling him to forward tho remains, as
the government experts might be able
to idontify tho Tomnins and pay for
them. This was lone a.fow weeks ago,
aud the next heard was yesterday, when
the banker received a draft for $1,180
on the treasury of tho United Stntcs,
and a few of tho embers sent on which
tho government officials .stated they
could not possibly make identification.
