THE WORLD'S MATCH SUPPLY

Tho Factories Must Turn Out Three
Million a Minute.

Tho civilized nations of the world
striko 3,000,000 matches every minute
of tho twenty-fu- r hours Jn a day.
Nearly one-hal- f of theso are ignited in
this country. Americans use up he
enormous total of 700,000,000,000 a year
and havo a larger match bill than nny
other nation in tho world.

Hundreds of factories over the coun-
try aro engaged in this industry. Some
of tho plants aro vor'y largo, ono on the
Pacific coast covering 240 acres, with
32 miles of railway which supply the
match machines with 200,000 feet of
sugar pino and yellow pino logs a day.

A statement of tho number of cubic
feet of wood which actually is con-
verted into matches each year would
convoy only an inadoquato idea of tho
number of trees required for tho in-

dustry. For the mnnufneturo of tho
match tho best grado of wood is nec-
essary. Sapwood, knotty or cross-graine-

timber will not do. This makes
itneccssary to search tho best forests
and pick out tho choieo trees only,
and nothing but tho choice' portions pf

the choice trees go to tho match ma-

chines. It may beo seen thai the lum-
berman sweeps over a wide area of
suitable timber to feed into tho match
machines.

Seldom is the little splinter tipped
with sulphur, or some other
to bo ignited by friction, given even
scant mention in tho consideration of
tho depletion of tho world's finest for-
ests, yet tho mnaufacturcrs of theso
ittlo fire sticky aro as much 'onccrncd

over tho timber supply question as
any other class of men cngagivl in an
industry whose welfare depends en the
iso of forest products.

It might be supposed that because
natchcs arc small tho makers tf them
would utilize scraps and leftovers. This
is never tho caso; matches aro not by
iroducts. The match machine takes the
finest timber and what it rejects gees
to the yard, and tho by-

product end of tho match business be-

comes the largest end, so far as the bulk
is concerned. Among the by products
turned out by tho large Pacific coast
factory just mentioned arc 1,000 doors
and 800 sashes daily.

As a matter of fact, it would bo
to carry on tho match bus-'nc- ss

at all, at present prices, if tho
rejected lumber were not worked into
something else. Tho room where the
matches aro made is frequently the
smallest department of a match fac-

tory. The larger portions contain tho
inwmills.

Matches are manufactured in many
ways and with numerous kinds of ma-

chines, and for that reason n description
of an operation in ono factory woulc
not apply to another. Noilly every!
manufacturing company has machinery
mado specially for its use, and covered
by patents, and it also employs pro-
cesses discovered or devised by its own
chemists and mechanics, and kept secret
to provent rivals from obtaining nnd
profiting by them. A single machine
has been known to turn out 177,920,
400 matches in one day boxed and la-

beled ready for shipment.
Somo matches aro shaved with tho

grain from sawed blocks, como are cut
both ways by saws. In somo factories
tho blocks aro boiled to make them cut
easily. By somo machines a boiled or
steamed log is revolved on its own axis
and a shaving tho thickness of a
match is cut round nnd round. This
shaving is nt the same timo cut into
lengths nnd split into match sticks.
Thcro is hardly a limit to tho varieties
of methods omploycd. Round matches
aro mado by forcing thorn through dies.
Tho .Tnpancso mnko paper matches,
which arc wood after all. Kansas City
Star.

Billboards in Berlin.
Billboards for advertising purposes

aro prohibited in Berlin. Their place
is taken by pillars or columns erected
at street corners. Theso columns, which
aro usually of wpod and iron, are about
twelve feet high and three feet in
diameter. Built at the edge of tho sido-wal-

they form a conspicuous fcaturo
of street lifo in that city. It is inter-
esting to note that tho matter dis-

played on theso columns is moro in
tho naturo of reading notices than of
pictures.

Tho privilcgo of erecting nnd using
theso advertising columns is awarded
by tho city to tho highest bidder, Ac-
cording to tho terms of tho lease now
in force, the city receives an annual
rental of about $95,200, but cannot
grant a similar privilege to any one
else. Tho lifo of tho lease is ten years.
